SURE NEGROES FIRED
SHOTS AT DR, MOHR

Rhode Island Justice, Who Waged War on Illegal
Liquor Shops, Murdered by Foe Who
Leaves No Clue.

Two Witnesses Pick Brown
and Spellman as Men They
Saw Escaping.

Provibencr, R. 1., Sept. 6-—Judge
Willls B. Knowles of the HEighth Ju-
dicial district, was shot to death early
to-day at his own door In North Heit-
uate, near here, In the second mur-
der mystery in a week,

The only clue to the murder was
obtained from Mrs. Cora Wardwell, the
Judge's housekeeper,

Mra. Wardwell, who was almost within
sight of the Judge when he was shot,
says she heard a man exclaim:

“There, damn you, I've got you at
last !

Judge Knowles left his home at 7:30
