CITIZEN GENET THE FIRST

Wash IMOTON, Sept. 9 Three British
atlnlstere. two Crench Ministers, two

ment's neutrality stand.

I.nnnehea tPaS9 amialan.
landing at Charleston, s. C, the

Frenchman Immediately launched a
crusade In behalf of privateering expe-

ditions. As his progress northward con-

tinued his denunciation of England and
hit criticism of the American Govern-
ment grew In Intensity and rancor.
Genet's persistent efforts to force his
views on the United States Government
flna.ly resulted In a revulsion of tht
popular feeling that had sympathised
with him In the boginnlna. President
Washington demanled and secured the
envoy's return to France.

In recalling the Minister at the re-

quest of Secietary of State JefTerson tin
French Government offered to punish
Genet for his action, but this suggestion
was not encouraged by the L'nlted
States.

Next to violate the hospitality of the
United States was the Spanish Minister,

The section of the renal Code which '

elates to "criminal correspondence with
foreign Governments'' Is being studied
bv officials of the Pepartment of Justice

This section provides that any cltlStn
of the l'nlted States, whether residing In
this country or abroad, who "without th
permission of this QOVOmnVtnt, directly
or Indirectly, commences or carries on
any verbal or written correspondence or
Intercourse with any foreign Government
or any officer or agent thereof, with an
Intent to Influence the measurei or con.
duct of any foreign Government or any
ofllcer or agent thereof. In relation to
any dispute or cot trovtrsy with the
United Statct, or to defeat the measures
of the Government of the United states;
an any person tielns citizen or resident
within the ft I ted states or In any place
subject to the Jurisdiction thereof, and
not duly authorised, eouneels, advises r
astlstt In any such correspondence with
mch Intent, shall tie nned not more than
19,909 and Imprisoned not more than
tnree ears.-- '

The enactment spevflee. howevar. that
nothlur In Its provisions "shall be con-
strued to abridge the right of a OKiSSn
to apply, himself or hi agent, to any
foreign Government or the agents thereof
for any Injury arMon he may have sus-
tained from such Government or any of
lis agents or subjects."
