Initial Superiority in Men and
Munitions Now Gone, Says
Hilaire Belloe.

MUST WIN SOON 1F EVER

Lospon, Sept. 5.-—The Germans and
their Austrian alliex have put into the
field in the first yvear of tha war 12,000
000 equipped and organized men, repre-
senting 10 per cent. of thelr manhood,
and In order to hold the fronts which
they are defending now almost 8,000,000
men are needed. ‘Their losses represent
already more than 4,000,000 men,

These MNAgures, by Hlilalre
Belloe, form the basis of the argument
advanced by that observer that the time
limit of the Germans must soon come,
and that eventually the victory of the
Allles is assured. Mr. Helloc will not
attempt to prophesy as to the exact dura-
tion of the war. He convinced that
vietory will not be obtained by anysingle
in the fleld, but by gradually
wearlng down the enemies’ forces until
they reach a state in which, without
having lost any battle, they will still be
ineapable of resuming a strong offensive,

Mr. Belloe explained that numbers
form the basis of all military calcula-
tions.
