The ceremony took place at 2 o'clock
ard the lounching party included a nmam-
ber of friends of the sponsor, the Con-
grosaman  and  his  wife. After the
lnunching o luncheon was tendered to
Miss Hoberts by the Fore River Cor-
poration

The M-1 is 185 fect dong, has four
torpedo tubes and a 3 inch gun mounted
on the forward deck. The speed s six-
teen knots on the surface amd the cruis-
ing radius is 2,600 miles.

The boat s practically completed and
In a few days wiH leave the yard for
Provincetown for the bullders' trials.

This 8 not only the largest submarine
yet jaunohed, but s the first example of
& new type bullt in this country from
which much is expected. She is muoh
larger than any boat that has been
launched, although not so large as the
submarine Schley, now bullding in the
Fore River varde. The Schley s in
fact an enlarged M-1, so that the trials
are awalited with great Intereat as fore-
shadowing the results to be obtained in
the Sohley, The K class boats are just
under 159 feet In length. The L class
displace 740 tons and the M class will
approximately havwe about 1,000 tons
displacement.

The M-1 is a Holland type boat and
was designed by the Eleotric Boat Com-
any, ‘The hu!l was buit at the Fore

liver yard and the engines and other
parts at New Liondon. All previous boats
built by the Electric Boat Company for
the United States navy up to and in-
clud'ng the L class—that is to say, all
the boats now in service except the
(¢ clams, which were made by other
bullders—were developed from the origl.
