One fine old gentleman of the truest
Turkish type and let me say that
there are still many of them whom the
world never hears about told me the
following story to Illustrate his un.ler-- ;

Once, said he. Nazaredin Ibslja (the

legendary originator of the Turkish
folk lore) was aroused in the night by
the sound of quarrelling outside his
window. He threw his blanket about
him, and ln spite of his wife"s warn-- I
logs and protestations he ventured out
to learn the cause of the disturbance.
He suddenly found himself surrounded
by a bund of thieves who were quar-
relling over a big pile of booty.

Seeing Nazaredin. they left their
quarrelling and fell upon him. reliev-
ing him of his blanket. He VII so. n
fHce to face agMln with his scldlnif
wife. "What are they making all this
noise about?'" she asked. "About my
blanket." was the guilty and aulflcient
answer.

After many days of delay a timor-
ous, pathetic declaration of war. call-
ing upon Allah for support in repuls-
ing this brutal attack upon an inno-
cent country (a form of utterance
which" also betrays perhaps a bit of
German colorlngi, was Issued with
great pomp In the daily pa over
tho signature of the Suit .r.. Mehmet
V., who was probably the last member
of the realm really to desire war.

I heard from one in very high au- -'

thority that Knver ln the Cabinet
meeting, where the declaration of war
was under discussion, drew his re-- i
volver- - perhaps the same one that In
1913 had sent a bullet through nil
111 starred rival.

Thereby the discussion was closed.

No account of these stirring times
is complete without some account of
the part played hy the American Em-- ;
bassy, whliih was the only one left

claim y to be Cnrranzlstas, to-
morrow Vtlllttati later Zapatistas, or
any other "lntu in whoso section of
tho country they may find themselves.
With the exception of the main ar-
mies composing the nucleus of one
faction or the other, there is practi-
cally no control over these
soldiers.

Gen. VenUetlanO Cnrrunza fled from
Mexico city the approach of
FranciSCO Villa and his army lust
November, after tho con-

vention, which had been held In
Aguaecelientoo, broke up in a row.
Gen. Villa entered Mexico city at that
time with about 40,000 men, mostly
border rangers and northern men. to-

gether with some 10,000 Zapatistas
who Joined him.

Gen Gutierrez was president of the
convention ln previous
to its suspension, in that city, und upon
the entry of the Vlllistas and Zapa-

tistas Into Mexico city Che convention
was reconvened in the halls of Con-

gress of the nation, Gen. Gutierrez
remaining ai president. Curranza
moved his capital to Vera Cruz, where

In it he describes conditions as they exist y in
the Mexican capital, as he personally observed them.

His diplomacy, then, has consisted very
largely in foreeeelng what promise!
might be needed and ln exacting them
in time to establish a rule ,.f conduct.

Never was he seen to better advan -

tae than at the very time of which
I have Just been speaking, when

with the Entente Power h oi
Is'en completed, and when the embas-
sies and OOlonlefl were In precipitate
flight. He himself had procured from
Talaat Hey. Minister f the Interior,

Transportation does not exist ex-

cept where military authorities choose

Trains are
run for weeks at a time in .some sec-

tions of the country; others run only
ut rare Intervals, owing to the Im-

possibility of obtaining fuel or to the
destruction of the right of way.

Kor six months Mexico city hns
been practically isolated from the
world. Tho Cnrranzlstas tarried off
oil available rolling stock on hand,

to several railroads. Upon the
retirement of tin- - Villlstus early in the
spring they took with them all they
had brought down, plus all which they
could confiscate from the Bapattttt ftc-- 1

Hon, which bad brought it rrom the
State of kfore lot and other States to
the south of the capital.

There has boon no opportunity to
import anything into Mexico city
since before the occupation of Vera
Cruz by the. American troops. A few
tan of merchandise did reach Mexico
city lost February, when It was In the
control of Gen. Obregon, In command
of tho army of the Carrunzistu fac-

tion. This merchandise was not,
however, of any special use to the
public at that time. Aa all trans-
portation in and out of the city had
caned to exist In every other direc-
tion the situation rapidly became
serious.

The spectacle that remains most
vividly eymbolic ln my memory was
that of the head nnd shoulders of a
Persian raised high by the supporting
hands of a band of his fellow country
men.

Owing t the conditions already ex-
plained, commerce and Industry ..re at
a standstill.

Civil courts and civil government
have long ceased to be; conditions are
altered from day to day by arbitrary
military decree-- . The lineal residences
belonging to wealthy Mexicans have
been oonfiseated and uaed for bar-
racks. Automobiles are tukon every-
where, as they form a very convenient
means of transportation for officers,
who form a large proportion of the
military.

General looting goes on unchecked
where it concerns the Interests of
those temporarily In power, The Mex-

ico City and Power Company,
which also controls the tramway set'-Vic- e,

long ago ceased to be run under
its own manageme 04, Uabor unions
have been encouraged with the idea
of obtaining recruits by this means
for the army.

Police protection Is a myth. The
police are there, but are the last ap-

pealed to in case of trouble. For many
month! It has been very unsafe to tie

on the street after dark. Holdups by
military men and common thieves are
so numerous as to cause all careful
people to stay at home.

The writer witnessed from his own
window a holdup carried out hy three
uniformed policemen, who took from
a well dressed Mexican civilian all he
possessed In money and Jewels at the
point of their pistole. This occurred

vice was resumed only about half the
usual number of cars would be given
the public, while seres of empty cars
were set off at every side street for
the special use of some officer.

The activity In preparation for bat-
tle had been so irroat that the con-
sequences of battle had hardly been
provided f.r. The thousand! of
wounded that now streamed Into the
city ns rapidly as they could Is. brought
In crowded transports greatly over-
taxed the Inadequate accommodatloM
that had ticen prepared.

Schools and barracks were quickly
converted fr the needs of the hour
and many of these, ns may be sup-pose-

were In a lad Sanitary con-
dition. For several days there was
almost a total nbs. nee of pi p. r ban-
dages, antiseptics and dressing cot-- t
ion. These wants, however, wore
quickly supplied The American tin. I

German Red Cross helped, and hun-
dreds of the foreign population, as well
as prominent Turks, gave their time
nnd services ns well as money to
gather the n led supples. Ail so-
cial gathering! wen turned into ban-
dage rollings and all entertainments
were for the benefit of the Red Croat
or the Red Creacent,

From the almost total absence of
supplies among the Turks there Ii
every reason to suppose that th" vast
sums that had been raised for the It. .1

Crescent had either been tr sily mis-
manage.! or at least misappropriated
for munitions rather than for moans
of mercy.

Kor days I worked personally emoi g
the wounded. Poor follows! No one
cul.l say enough In praise of their
fortitude and powers of endurance.
Only ln the very Worst cases was any
form of amrathetic uaed, I sayv one
fine manlv f. How submit to six pain-
ful dressings, including on., tor it
scalp wound of three si rapto gr ...ves.
one for a broken and pierced arm. one
for a perforated cheek and another
for a deep infected thigh wound. The
doctor treated this thigh last.

Finally
a largo amount of f supplies wiih
discovered hidden In the City and after
eoneiderabla effort ..n agreement waa
arrived at w.th the owner of this
stock nnd the aupplle-- . passed into the
hands of the American Hod Close.
