Orrntrr .Vnr VorH--. the weekl bulle-
tin of the Merchants Association of New
Tork. saws editorially that Hov. Whit-
man's decision not to permit sew ago
to be poured Into the city's water sup-Pl- y

at Lake from the sewage
disposal plant of the Mohanslr Stnte
Hospital "Is gratifying so far aa It
goei."

"While granting the request made
by the city," says the bulletin, "the lov-ern-

felt It necessary to defend the
nttltude taken by his associates In the
State Government who were ready to
Jeopardlie the health of the li abl-tan- ts

of the city In order to save to
the State Treasury a comparatively
small amount of money.

"This attempt to liistlfy the heslth
authorities of the State, who should
be most sensitive regarding the purity
of water supplies, was good natures!
but not convincing. The State Health
Commissioner had told the i Ity Com-
missioner of Water Suppl) that In hla
opinion the sewage from the hospital
eventually would have to be taken to
the Hudson Hlver. He explained this to
the Governor by saying that when ho
made the statement he had in mind the
possibility that Mohanslc Lake would
become a part yf the wate- - supply sys-
tem for the hospital. In other words,
the State Health Commissioner seems
to be willing to compel New York city
to drink water which he would not per-
mit the Inmates of the aospktal to drink.

"The friivernor's promise seems to
remove the Immediate danger which
would have resulted from the execution
of the Incredible plan proposed, but
there will still be danger from the
possibility of a break In the pipe which
la to earn the sewage from the hos-
pital to the Hudson. The truth of the
matter Is that the location of the hos-
pital and the training school within
Ihe watershed was decld 'dly unfortu-
nate."
