factured here. The imported manufac-
tures are an essential and potential far-
tor in the finished products of certain
lines of manuwlacture
Statem, and because of this fact should be
admitted free of duty.

There would be as much sense and
logle in impoang a duty on such com-
modties as there would be in imposing
a duty on coffee, tea or attar of roses,
which owing to the pecular chimatic con-
ditions of Brazil, China and the Balkans
can be grown with a profit, but which
never could be grown in this country
because our elimatic conditlons are un-
favorable, To digress a moment, It I*
much more profitable and feasible to
exchange our cotton goode, boots, shoes
and metal manufactures for their tea,
coffee nnd perfumes,

The preponderance of our exports 'n
manufactured goods—one must not be
misled by the form balance of trade;
If we export manufactures, we Import
gold in payment therefor, and if much
of this obtains it means a period of high
prices-Is in materials used by armies in
warfure : clothing, surgical implements
and supplies, boota ared shoes, food, mu-
nitlons of war and machinery for mak-
Ing guns and munitions,

Because of the conditions existing in
Europe the manufacture of these com-
modities is In a state that compels the
purchase of them here,

It has been prociaimed broadeast by
protectionists that the protective duties
are imposed to equalize the oost of
manufacture here and abroad, and be-
cause of this impost our workmen are
protected. The European war has ex-
ploded that theory., Our dndustries don't
need protection now. Examine carefully
the protected industries and you will
discover that it is not protection that s
neaded, it i a demand for thelr prod-
ucts, and with this demand comes work
for the American workman, If an in-
dustrial stagnation exista In certain
linea it Is not because the protective
tarift ia not in force. In effect the big
War protects our workman against come-
petition from hia foreign brother, Whe
then i= not every wheel turning and
every fireside brightened by glowing and
happy faces brought about by employ-
ment and good wagea?

Little or no competition exista, so no
nead for protection. The cause of indus-
trial stagnation and depression must b
sought esewhere, cartainly not because
we have a low tariff. We can't get the
goods we need badly and cemtainly not
because we haven't protection against
competition. The great armies of Eu-
rope operating asalnst each other
