Boston, Oct 12. BUI Carrlgan, man-

ager of the Red Sox, made this state-
ment before leaving for Philadelphia to-

"We have the Phillies on the run
now and should clinch the champion-
ship in game.

Alexander was not as effective
In his second game as he was in the
first. He cannot be so enectlve to
morrow aa he was yesterday. I think
either Poster or Ruth can take his meas-
ure. We cannot lose now."
