DR. THOMAS HUNTER
DEAD AT 83 YEARS

Noted Educator Was Father of
City's Evening High School
System.

OPENED NORMAL COLLEGE

Dr. Thomas Hunter, president emer-
tus of Hunter College, died vesterday at
his home, 2079 Fifth avenue, from acute
bronchitie.

He wasx 81 yeara old and for thirty-
seven years he was the president of the
Normal College of this city, which was
renamed Hunter College In hi® honor n

MARTIN BECK TELLS
OF $7,000 A WEEK PAY

Testifies Vaundeville Salarfes
Hlave Increased 1,000 Per
Cent, During His Day.

Evidence tending to show that salaries
of vaudevilla performers have increased
greatly since the formation of the so-
called vaudeville trust was brought out
yesterday before Judge Learned Hand
in the 1'nited States District Court at
the trial of the $300,000 Sherman law
suit started by Clifford C. Fischer, an
Independent booking agent, agninst the
United Pooking Offices of America, H

B. Marlnelll (o, 1Ltd, A, Paul Keith
Frederick . Proctor and others said
to comprise the trust

The witness, Martin Beck, manager

of the Orpheum circait and treasurer of
the Central Vauwleville Promotion C‘om-
pany, both of which are alleged to be
units of the trust, testified that salaries
had Increased 1,000 per cent, since he
had entered the vaudeville business, As
an lustration of the liberality with
which headliners are paid, Mr. Beck
cited the case of Sarah Bernhardt, who,
he sald, got $7,000 a week In vaudeville,

Mr. Beck was called to the stand as
A witnesa for the plaintiff to prove the
close connectlon between the concerns
he represents and the other members of
the combination. Cross-examined by
Henry A, Wise, of counsel for the de-
fence, he asserted positlvely that there
were no blacklisting methods used by
the defendant companiex against inde-
pendent theatrea or against actors or
notresses who booked through indepen-
dent concerns. He said that he himself
had Looked the plaintiff's wife, who Is
known on the vaudeville stage as the
“Princess Rajah ' e had obtalned en-
gagements for Mrs. Fischer, he rald,
even after Fischer had begun hiz Aght
againet the combination.
