ONE EVERY 96 MINUTES
(From The Evening World )

The New Haven Railroad lias just issued a bulletin
entitled "A Deadly Peril." It deserves wide reading.

Posted in and about stations and train yards, this bul-

letin calls attention to the fact that last year in the United
States 5.471 persons were killed while walkini; on railroad
tracks. This was at a rate of fifteen a day, or one every
ninety-si- x minutes.

Here is a peril for which the only remedy is preven-
tion in the form of individual caution and common-sens- e

No one can save a man from the danger of walking on a
railroad track so effectively as the man himself. If he neg-
lects prevention, nobody else can supply a cure.

Loss of life from this cause last year's total is greater
than the population of many a town is mainly due to
willingness to "take a chance." The temptation to get to
the shop in quicker time in the morning, to gain a minute
or two at the noon hour, or to save a walk of half a block
by a short cut over the tracks is too strong for thousands
every day.

If people can ever be made to see the disproportion
between what they gain and what they risk in walking on
railroad tracks, casualty lists for this class of accident will
be among the shortest.
