I'art of the Turkish debt to
Russia wa transferred to Bulgaria,
whereby the latter, on advantageous
conditions, was freed of all obligations:
to Turkey.

Thus having realised for Bulgaria
it actual independence Bussia fur-
ther displayed magnanimity toward
the Bulgarian people by recognising
Ferdinand as the Bulgarian ruler.
While well aware of Uie real alma
of the Coburg l'rlnce, HusHla re-

frained from Interference with Bu-
lgaria's Internal affairs, firmly believ-
ing that sooner or later the eyes of
this emancipated p ople would be
opened and that it would find a way
to save Itself from the new servitude
tlircatching it.'
