A stift northwesterly wind aweptl
across the fleld and hampered the run-
ners. There were nine men In the race,
and the limit men started with a 400
yard handicap. Frank Zuna of the Irish
| American A. (., the veteran marathoner,
(started from the 1l'mit line, and took

t!he initlative in setting the pace,
imaummm-d the lead for two and a half
miles and then dropped by the wayslde,
| permitting Walter Fogel to inheriy the
lead.

By the time the third mile was coverad
Flynn had worked hi® way into second
position, and in the next three-quarters
of a mila succeeded in forging to the
front. Asx he ook the lead Kolehmainen
attained third place. At no time during
the race did Kolehmainen gain on Flynn.
The latter finished strongly, fifty yards
aheand of Fogel, and beat Kolehmainen
by the same margin as the handicap
accorded him.

The three mile bleyele race attracted
& ncore of the best amateur riders. On
account of the large entry three heats
were necessary to eliminate the dead
wood, and the first three of each heat
took part in the final.
