Thc only thing within our borilera

that ha given ua grave concern In
months haa been that volrea have

been ruined In America profeaalng to be
the volcea of Amerloana which were not
Indeed and In truth American, but which

All that la needed
in order to bring it to a point of extraor
dinar) force and efficiency us compared
with the other naviet of the world is
that we ahould hasten our pact In the
policy wa have long been pursuing, and
that chief of all we should have a
definite policy of development, not made
from year to year, but looking well
Into tho future a ml planning for a
definite consummation.

"We can and should profit in nil that
we do by the experience and example
that have bet n m Ida obvious to us by
the military and naval events of the ac-

tual present, it is not merely a matter
of building battloehlpg and cruiser and
aubmartnea but gjao a matter of max
ing aura that wo shall have the adequate
equipment of man and munitloni ami
supplies for the vessels we build and
Intend to build. Part of our problem
la the problem of what I may call the
mobt lltatlon of the reaouroea of the na-

tion at tho proper time If it should
over be necessary to mobilize them for
national defence. We ghall study effi-
ciency and adequate equipment as oare-full- y

as we shall study the number and
sIko of our ships, and I believe that
the plant already In part made public
by the .Navy Department Ml plans which
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the whoe nation can approve with ra-

tional anthuaiaam.
"No thoughtful man feeta any pnn'c

haste p this nutter. Th country Is
not threatened from an quarter. She
etanda In friendly relatione wHh aH the
world. Her reaourcei are known and
her eelfreepect and her oapaclty to
care for her own cltlaena and her own
rights There is no fear aeaoiig ua
Under the new wor d conditions we hare
become thoughtful of the th.nga which
all reasonable men consider neoeeeary
for security and on the part
of every nation confronted with the
great enterprise of human liberty and
Independence, That is all.

every cost the good faith and honor of
the country, if men differ with m In
this Vital matter I shall ask them to
make it dear how far and !n what way
they hi Interacted in making the per-
manent InteiestM of the country afo
against disturb tiice.

'In the fulfilment of the programme
I propose I shall for the h arty sup-
port of the country. f the rank and file
