HE evening session of the
Horse Show waa enlivened

yesterday when what locked for
a time like a case of rinfring
cropped up in the class for heavy-
weight undooked saddle horses.
Lady Beck, who wns the judge,
awarded the blue to a home called
Highball from the Belmont Plan-
tations, the stable of Edward B.
