In some
of these anti-Uerman polemics, which
are allowed to go unchallenged by the
censor, the large property holdings of
Germans and Austrians are pointed out,
Thelir financial intereats here, It is said,

The aMdavits of the Ancona's cap-
taln declare that the submarine shot
away the Ancona's wireless apparatus
and continued to fire whells agalnst
ity propeller and helm bridge until she
mank. Fire was then directed against
the boats filled with survivors, it Is
Asserted.

As for the Itallan steamer Firenze,
whose sinking was reported here Satur-
day, It is now announced that a warn-
ing wax given by the submarine com-
mander and that a time limit of flve
minutes was given for the crew to
lower the boats and abandon the ship.
It was ofMiclally stated to-day that the
submarine in this attack flew an Aus-
trian flag. It was also announced offi-
elally that ninety-six members of the
erew and twenty-seven passengers were
eaved, and fifteen of the crew and six
passengers are still missing.

The nationality of the passengers on
board the Firenze has not yet been as-
certained, but it Is sald that some were
English. These, It I8 further asserted,
declare that the submarine which at-
tacked them was # German,

An eyewitness of the sinking of the
Firenze says that the vessel was forty
miles off the Egyptian coast when, about
dusk, a submarine appeared a thousand

feet off the starboard bow and fired
a shot. The Firenze stopped at once
and  the passengers left dinner and
rushed to the deck., A second shot
carriedl away the line*'s rudder.

The submarine commander then sig-
nalled thwt tne passengers would be
permitted to leave. He directed the

lowering of six lifeboats and when they
had been flled towed them to a safe
distance from the Firenze before rid-
dling the Firenze with shells. The sub-
marine disappeared in the darkness and
the lifeboats made for Syracuse, where
the passengers were landed.

ANOTHER SHIP SUNK.
Ome Lifeboat Fall of Aastrian Sub-

marine Vietim Not Found.

Rome, Nov. 14.—The Itallan steam-
ship Bosnia has been sunk by a sub-
marine, Three of the four lifeboats in
which the passengers and crew left the
vessel have reached land. The fourth
has not been found, The submarine flew
the Austrian flag.

The Bosnla was of 1,579 tons net and
was built in 1968, She was owned by
the Societa Nuazionale di Serviza Marit-
tima. She was last reported, in records
avallable here, when she smailed from
Naples for Genon on October 13,
