FOR MISSOURI PACIFIC

Financial Interests Expect Re-

organization Despite
Gould Fight.

In spits Of Brtwin Oould'a criticism
of the plan for the rehabilitation of the
Missouri Pacific Railway Company, Im-

portant Interests In the financial dis-

trict believe thtat the reorganisation will
be carried through without Interruption.

In reply to Mr. Gould's statement
that the plan was not favorable enough
to the 4 per cent, gold losjt bonds and
the I ter cent, first and refunding mort
gage lionda of the company, Alexander
J. Hemphill, chairman of the committee
representing the 6 per cent, nrst ann
refunding bonds, said yesterday that the
Important thing to be done was the re-

duction of fixed charges and that he
way to do It was to convert the bonds
mentioned by Mr. Oould Into Income
bonds or preferred stock. Mr. Hemphill
said in part :

"The need of new security widen
will he salable Is especially urgent In
the c!ls of the Missouri Pacific apstem
Inasmuch as provision must be made for
179.308.000 par value of obligations
which matures within the next five and
a hulf years.

"It must he manifest that these re
suits would be defeated and the preawit
bankruptcy of the system continued

bv tlw adoption of Mr. Edwin
(lould's suggestion that the holders of
the nrst and refunding R per cent, bonds
and the 4 per cent, gold loan bonds b
riven In reorganise! Ion a lien prior to,
or at least on un euunllty with, the
mortssse to b slven for the new money

"If Mr. tlould or any one else would
Dolnt out a way by which fixed charges
can oe reduced except by converting
bonds Into preferred stock or Inoonio
bonds and how 142.000,000 of Imme-
diately new money can be raised, except
by placing for at least part thereof a
mortgage ahead of the Junior securi-
ties, we shall be obliged to him and shall
be very glad to consider it."

Mr. Oould, after the publication of
Mr. Hemphill's statement said:

"I believe that we are on the threshold
of an era of great prosderlty In this
country. This cannot fall to affect In
some measure our railroad properties
and the Missouri Pacific system will
be no exception to the prosperity which
is about to burst upon the country.

"It wcus only a few years ago that

The
strongest financial Interests In this
country brought out the bonds and ad-
vised their purchase after having em-
ployed Ihe best expert opinion procura-
ble to Investigate the conditions and
needs of the property.
