A ruling of Judge Hunt with reference,
to Connecticut trotleya yesterday may
shut out evidence relating to the New
York. Westchester A Hoston Hat: road,
regarded as one Of the most senaa-Hon-

features of the Uovernmeut'a caae
against the eleven former New Haven
directors now on trial In tha I'uited
States Court.

After a morning of argument, at the
opening of the afternoon session the
Judge ruled that only such trolley line
as Participated in Interstate oommeroe
could become part of the evidence. A
few minutes before adjournment, when
an effort waa made to question Charles
S. Mellon about the "duo bill" road, the
witness surprised representatives uf the
Government by rolunteerng that It was
an entirely Intrastate line, stopping at
the Connecticut border.

Implying to further questions by
Frank M. Swacker. Special Assistant
Attorney-Genera- l, the witness said the
New York, Westchester A Huston oper-
ated under a New York State charter
exclusively, that he bad never heard
that it was proposed to extend it beyond
the State line, and that he had never
seen any maps or surveys showing that
it was to go further.

It was not till one way yesterday,
however. A few minutes before the New
York. Westchester and Huston Incident
R D. Batts. special Assistant Attorney
General, had succeeded In reading to
the Jury a letter written by Mr. Mel-le- n

to William Loeb. Jr.. President
Roosevelt's secretary, on January 27,
10. whh-- Is regarded by the Govern-
ment us going far toward establishing
tho innteiitn.n that the Now Haven
knew it waa violating the Sherman

anti-tru- st sot. This letter went in over
strong objections In which De' Dancey
Nlcolt charged that the Government
waa trying to play politics, Just as It
ntui in maiding me defendants ror the
met time on the eve of the 1914 election.

Teat of Mrllea's Letter.
"Dkaii Mn. Iu : I have called a

SORE, LEADERS SAY'

Inereasfi in Rate and Lower
Exemption DeoMed On to

Net $10,000,000.

HIGHER SURTAX ALSO

Washington, Nov. 16 That the Ad-

ministration has practlntlly decided to
recommend amendment to the Income
tax act so as to Increase Ihe yield of j

revenue front that source, was the state-
ment made by Democratic leaders In
Congress A final decision as to
what changes In the laws are to be sup-

charge brought against him was that of
disloyalty to the President.
