AUSTRIA INSISTS

Attack on the Liner After Stop
Denied, Also Firing on
Lifeboats.

DISCUSS LUSITANIA CASE

Wasninorox, Nov. 17.—There were
two developments in the submarine
Issue at the State Department to-day.

The Austrian Government denied that
th Ttalian liner was sunk without warn-
Ing, that It was fired on after it had
come to a stop and that the Ancona’s
lifehoats were fired on by the submarine.

The Lusitania caze and other un-
settled phases of the submarine con-
troversy with Cermany were discussed
by Secretury of State Lansing and
Count von Bernstorff, the German Am-
bassador,

The statement of the Austrian Gov-
ernment was forwarded by Ambassador
Penfleld and is very similar to that
published in this country on Monday
last. 1t i= more explicit in some details,

This statement of the Austfian Gov-
ernment ia not in response to instrucs
tions sent  Ambassador Penfleld at
Vienna yesterday to ask the Austrian
Governm : t for more detalled Informa-
tion on certain phases of the sinking of
the Ancona. It Is not belleved that the
Ambasador has yet rec !ved those In-
structions.

From information now at hand the
conclusion has been reached In some
gquarters that the Anoona was warned
and attempted to escaps; that the life-
boate were not fired on but that the
Austrian commander did not walt unt!l
all persons were off the ship before tor-
pedoing her. It is the view of thls Gov-
ernment that in such cases submarine
commanders should not torpedo vesseéls
until all persons on board have left in
lifeboats.
