TWO CUSTOMS CRUISERS

DESTROYED BY U BOAT

German Admiralty Announces Sinking of Anglo-
Egyptian Craft—Allies Claim Capture of Submarines
—French and Italians Patrol Mediterranean.

Loxpon, Nov, 19 —The German Ad-
miralty announced to-day the sinking of
two Anglo-Egyptian customs crulsers by
the gunfire of a German submarine In
the Gulf of Sollum, on the north coast
of Africa, the boundary of Egypt and
Tripoll,

The announcement also says that an
“armed British steamahip waa silenced,”
but does not give the name of this vessel,
and that the Britlsh auxillary cruiser
I'ara also has been sunk by a German
submarine off the African coast.

The German statement, recelved here
by wireless, says:

A submarins on November & in Hol-
lum harbor destroyed by gunfire two
Anglo-Egyptian gunboats, the Frince
Abbas and the Abdul Menem, each of
which was armed with two guns. The
same submarine silenced with its fire
an armed British merchant steamship
and captured its gun.

One of our submarines on November
6 on the North African coast sank by
a torpedo the British auxiliary cruiser
Para.

The two Egyptian vessels named are
customs crulsers, each armed, aoccording
to the naval records, with one 3 pounder.
The Abdul Mensim, the newer and larger
of the two, was bullt in 1002 and dis-
placed 698 tons. The Abbas, built in
1891, had a displacement of 298 tons,

The Fara mentioned in the German
stutement apparently was the Tara, a
small armed boarding steamer, the sink-
ing of which by a German submarine
was announced officially by the British
Admiralty on November 8. Thirty-four
men are missing, according to the Brit-
ish announcement.

Despatches from Rome tell of the de-
ftruction of an Austrian submarine by
French and Italian torpedo boats and of
the capture by French warships of two
German submarines flylng Austrian
flage,

The incidents are regarded as indicat-
ing that the Allies have begun a cam-
paign to rid the Mediterranean of sub-
marines. The Italian and French navies
are said to have organized fleets of small,
fast craft to patrol the Mediterranean
coarts and exterminate the submarines,
which have been waging war on mer-
chant shipping. One of the captures of
German submarines is reported to have
taken place off the Tunis coast, the
other off Cyrenalca,
