WaAsHINGTON, Nov, 20 —Following up
the publication in Tue Sux this morning
of the editorial reply which the Rev,
Richard H. Tierncy, editor of America,
has written to the Mexican statement of
Joseph Tumulty, secretary to the Presi-
dent, the Right Rev. Charles Warren
Currler, Bishop of Matamoras, Mexico,
came out this evening with a sharp
attack on the Administration’s recogni-
tion of Carransa.
