SEIZED WITHOUT TRIAL

Britain Will Use U. S. Ships Pending Decision by Prize

Court Despite Protest—May Transfer Cases to
London, Which Means Long Delay.

Wasninoron, Dee. 2.—Great Britain
has commandeered both the Hocking
and QGenessee, American registered
stearnships, according to Information
lald before Counsellor Polk of the State
Department to-day by representatives
of the American Transatlantic Steamship
Company. This Information was bused on
cable despatches from St. Lucia, British

selsed, and from Halifax, N. R, where
the Hocking is held up. Action in both
cases follows a protest by this Govern-
ment.

A despatch received from Consul

Young at Halifax this evening confirmed
the taking over of the Hocking.

No Boand for Hocking.

The company's representatives told
Mr. Polk that the Hocking had been
commandeered without any bond belng
offered. As in the case of the Genessee
the captain and first officer were held|
as witnesses and the crew were allowed |
forty-elght hours to leave the ship.

According to Me. Hannan and Mr.
Fleld the only ground which appears
to have been given In either case was
that the Britiah Government needed the
ships, the question of ownership being
left in abeyance pending a decislon of
the prise court. Both men contended
that by this action the British Govern-
ment not only has acted contrary to all
international law in commandeering a
vesse! before it had been condemned as
a prise but that the admiralty court’s
decimlons were contrary to a previous
ruling. They said thag this was made
possible by a change of rules on the
part of the British Government. Last
March, they informed Mr. Polk, when
& similar effort wns made to comandeer
the stenmer Antares, Sir Samuel Evans,
head of the main admiralty court in
London, overruled the actlon, holding
that a ship could not be commandeered
until eondemned and opportunity given
her owners to appeal. The Antares was
4 Norweglan ship carrving contraband
copper when seized. Bhe was reieased
foliowing the rullng of 8Bir Bamuel.
