We would
undertake to defend their right to rs
main In these countries."

HIBBEN SENDS REFUSAL.

Won't Kesil H epreseatat Ives nt
Princeton With Peace ship.

PntNCgTON. N. J., Dec. president
John tirler Hibben of Prwssston made
public a letter of refusal to day In reply
to Mr. Ford's mvitatlon to send one of
