55,000,000 in Diamonds

Cheeses and Books in Parcel Post Concealed Gems Sent
From Amsterdam—New York Ring

Involved

in Plan.

SEIZURE BY BRITISH CRUISER ENDED SCHEME

Detalls of dlamond smuggling plots by
means of which diamonds of several mil-
lions of dollars value have been brought
into New York without paying duty
were told to THe SuN yeatefday by n
man familiar with the dlamond business
of Antwerp, It waa his estimate that
in the last alx months diamonds worth
96,000,000 had arrived in New York
hidden In parcel post packages. The
emuggling has been stopped by the selz-
ure, & fortnight ago, of the last parcel
ment. A British cruiser, nosing about
the North Sea, stopped a boat bound
from Rotterdam to Copenhagen, exam-
ined the mail aboard and confiscated the
particular parcel in which were ocon-
cealed diamonds to the value of 2,400,000
francs ($480,000).

The man who had mafled the dia-
monds st Amsterdam was aboard

The parcel was consigned to him at New
York. His emotions at the sight of a
British naval officer going over the side
‘with the precious packet are not of rec-
ord. This man, it is understood, came
on to New York and then the four firms
and three individuals who owned the
diamonds heard what had become of thelr
shipment. Back of the adventures of |
this unlucky lot of jewelg lles an un-
usual tale of conditions in one of the
most adventurous businesses on earth,

| In past yeara the German Government

has had its own supply of dlamonds
from mines in East Africa. Berlin dia- |
mond merchants gradually accumulated |
& good slzed reserve of uncut stones |
from these mines, so that when the Eu-
ropean war began they had a plentiful
supply on hand,

Forced Diamond Cutters to Work.,

After the German occupation of Bel-
glum heavy fines—generally a sum ten-
fold the usuanl taxes—were levied on|
all Belglan manufacturers who di1 not |
return to Belgium and reopen their racq
tories. To escape this tax. some of the
dlamond manufacturers—the men whose
skilled workers cut and polish rough!

LASSOED FROM WATER

Park Benches Used by Police
to Fenee in Metropolitan
Grazing Ground.

The first corral ever seen in Battery
Park was improvised early last evening
