Mrs. Blta Tafel In applying to Su
preme t ourl Justice Aspinall In Brook-
lyn yesterday for alimony and counsel
fee j .ending trial of a suit for divorce
brought by Dr. Charles F. Tafel charged
that the doctor hired detectives to entice
her to a room In the Hotel Imperial,
Manhattan. In revenge for a separation
won by her In November, 1914. She de-
