Thence by
a cnmpllcati-- 1 route they start for India
nnd hope to reach Bombay after several
weeks of travel.

The four priests are being sent to In-

dia In answer to a call from Archbishop
Jurgcns of Bombay to the English and
Irish provinces of the Society of Jesus
for volunteers to take the place of the
Interned Oerman Jesuits. So many of
the Irish and English Jesuits are serv-
ing at the front as chsplalne, however,
only one Irish nnd one English Jesuit
could be spared. Archbishop Jurgens
then asked for American Jesuits to go
to India.

For the first time !n the history of
the order, according to Father Lynch.
American Jesuits hy accepting the call
will continue the missionary work In
India begun by St. Francis Xavler, who
