disinterested admiration. We are
obliged to our contemporary the
American for not allowing this par-
ticular document to pass unnoticed
amid the voluminous testimony and
lterature of the New Haven case,
For our own part, we are delighted to
be able to make more intelligible to
the present generation the quality and
significance of the earlier views of
this statesman and financier concern-
Ing what Is moral and permissible
in railway management, by reprodue-
ing the essential purts of the editorial
article in these columns which struck

purchase. Usually people can get all
they want In the murket at a lower
figure, hence recent Issues have not been
screeching succesaecs.

“It 1s thus clear why grief mmote the
conacience of Maasachusetts at the pros-
pect of a Connectiout corporation com-
Ing In foot free, buying up Boston and
Maine control, and making what should
properly be outlawed Improvements,
even perhaps to include a four track
modern road to Montreal,

“It was seen at onoe that this sort of
thing was in danger of bullding up the
port of Boston. Had it been known
then, as it 4s now, that the New Haven
was able to make trafMic arrangements
with the New York Central, giving Bos-

Snow and Ive
were on the hard frozen ground and
a good many of the boys had such
mere wrecks of shoes that they really
might just about as well have been
barefoot and done with it, As it was

But It wus good blood, American
blood ; and with a lot of other good
American blood it was shed that hum-
ble people might come here and
wax wenlthy in the freedom the hoys
of the torn shoes and the torn and
bleeding feet won  for them—wax
wealthy and breed descendants to go
ubroad and scatier the wealth and ex-
plain about America not being a fit
place for a gentleman to live In,

And this is rather queer, too, in a
way, for the man who led the hoys
on this blood trail march over the
«now has been generally regarded
as about the highest tape of gentle-
muan the world has ever known, Aml
he always thought Amerien was good
enough to live in—to live In and to
die for, so far as that Is concerned,
So did the boys who were out of the
trenches by Christmas at his com-
mand and who left their trall of
blood up the west bank of the Dela-
ware and down the east bank on that
awful gnowing, sleeting, halling, ley
night that they might make their
early Christmas morning call on the
folks who were not expecting them,

Hut that was R good while ago—
130 years ngo this coming Christmas,
to he exact, It was one of the memor-
able Christmas visits of history, that
one of December 25, 1776, Nelther
poor old RanL, nor KNYPHAUSEN nor
any other of the German commanders
nor any of the German soldlers under
them knew that company was coming
until the boys from the trenches were
right among them-—*in thelr midst,"
In & way of speaking.

Stlrring days, those, when (1, Wasg-
isuron led his ragged Continenials
neross the Delawnre ond down 1o
Trenton 10 make that “rough house"
Christmas enll. A successtul enll it
wus, too, netting a bag of over a

thousand Hesslan prisoners, and
among them seventeen officers, to show
for that particular *“out of the
trenches by Christmas" expedition.

“Minlster Without a Portfollo."

We rescue from the obscurlity of un
officinl document bearing the imprint
of the Bureau of Standards the sub-
Joined suggestion with respect of the
future of the City Chamberlain:

The Exhaustion That Will End the
War.

The French and
authorities seem 10 agree that the
percentage of soldiers In the base
hospitals who die is small and that
comparatively few are discharged
physically Incapacitated for active
service, In an extract from a report
made recently by . Jacqres Brg-
rieoN, divector of medical statisties
of the French army, the il and
wounded are not separated, and it Qs
snid that only elghteen In o thousanid
linve died 1his year compared
with fifty-three last yeur. The im-
provement is due to better organizu-
tlon more than to the lesson of ex-
perience,

A German report deals with
wounded only. In every hundred
800 are discharged fir for service,
S8 are disabled or get leave of gh-
sence  (ndefinite probably) and 1.7
per cent, die. One would like to know
what the fucts are with regard 1o the
sick: how many do not recover gnd
how many are found to be unflt for
service? The Germaus nlso report a
marked general improvement in hos-
pital treatment,

While a satistactory  comparison
cannot be made between French and
German hospital efliciency, sinee the
Berlin  statement  denls  exclusively
with wounded, it is evident that the
percentage of soldlers who are able to
return to the front must be large in
both armies, The same story could he
told, no doubt, of the British, Relgian,
Italian and Austrian armies, and the
physique of the Russinn soldier is so
good that In splte of less skilful med-
ieal attention o Invge maojority of the
wounded who reach the buse hos
pitals must be uble to resume their
pluces in the ranks, OF course such
statistios lenve the question of per-
centnges ot the field hospitals unan
swoered, Many of the despiritely
wounded do not Tive long enangh 1o
ber teentedd nt the base hospirals,

The apinion that the war will he

the side that can organise the largest
armies and malntaln them in the
field, 1s generally held. But exhaus-
tion will hardly be a question of
men If 80 per cent. or more of the
wounded are regularly restored to the
colors, They will go back ns veterans,
to stiffen new drafts In the line. The
war might go on Indefinitely if only
combatants were needed. Appnrently
the exhaustion that will end the war
is one of funds to carry it on, to
equip troops and feed them, to pay
for shells and cartridges.

The Futlle Dardanelles Campalign.

It may be supposed that the declsion
of the British Government to with-
draw all the troops from the Suvia
and Anzac dlstricts of the Gallipoll
peninsuln-—the disembarkation has
been effected with small loss—was
taken upon the advice of Lord Krrom-
ENER, who looked over the ground In
the end of November and spent two
hours in conference with General W,
R. Birpwoon, the local commander,

The Incident marks the end of the
Dardanelles campalgn, for the bri-
gades Intrenched at Sedd-ul-Bahr In
the toe of the peninsula have not
gained a foot of ground for months.
Nothing Is said about withdrawing
them, but they could be better em-
ployed elsewhere., It would seem to
be simply u question of getting them
away with a minimum of casunlties
under cover of the guns of the fleet.

Whether the troops withdrawn are
to be ferried across to Salonica or be
diverted to Egypt Is a matter of spec-
ulation, as the Goverument refuses
to make a statement. But since the
defence of the allled positions about
Salonlea Is the urgent emergency and
the assembling of a large army In
Macedonia would impress Rumania as
well as Greece, it 18 a falr presump-
tion that Salonlea is the destination
of General Birnwoon's force.

WAR FINANCE.

Which Side Is Going Bankrupt First
In the Great Confliet?

To The Ebrror o Tie Bun—8ir: A
few days ago you published a letter
from Mr. Umsted, which was highly
flluminating and in my opinion a valu-
able contribution to one of the burn-
ing questions of the day, international
finance. The subject per se Is ex-
tremely interesting and dessrves a
place in any publication, as it is very
little understond, hence a discussion of
any phase of this topic can only bene-
fit the intelligent reader.

This country has now tha opportu-
nity of usurping a great deal of the
financial power of the Old World, but
it can only do so if our people are able
to correlate and coordinate the de-
mands and requirements of foreign
countries to our own conditions and to
carry out conclusions reached by n-
telligent reasoning in a practical way.
This is my excuse for taking up your
valuable space.

There i not a single argument in
Mr. Umsted's article that is not based
upon truth, and it s sound reasoning.
He has gensed actual conditirns, ap-
parently from an unbiassed standpoint,
I do not know the gentleman person-
ally, hence I cannot say whether he s
pro-German or the contrary, but that
has absolutely nothing to do with the
rubject. His article s a true descrip-
tien of financial conditions at the pres-
ent time,

I knew there would soon be an an-
swer, and it appeared in Tue Svx of
December 18, and was written by a Mr,
R. J. Oberfohren, who {8 pro-German
undoubtedly, and German-like tries to
obscure the lssue hy means of casu-
{stry, sophistry and n!ll other tricks of
the argumentative kind. He starts in
with a positive statement that the
English Government had confiscated
the gold supply of the Delgian Na-
tional Bank. I %now that this supply
is still intact, and undoubtedly the
other suppliss hin refers to are also in-
tact. He calls intn question the state-
ment of the Britiah Chancellor that the
private hanks are holding $561,000,000
in gold. T know one particular bank
that holds $40,000,000 in gold, and
thers are a great many private hanks
in London. All banks in England,
with the excaption of the Bank of
England, are called private banks, and
the use of the word “private” is a
specimen of Mr, Oberfohren'a casuis-
try,

The silver in the Bank of England
and the giiver in the Bank of France
is a negligible quantity, and s =0 small
in comparison to the gold holdings
that in the terms of the chemist it
would be called only a trace,

The entire argument loses {ts force
by its misstatements, hence it {8 use-
less to go further into the matier. We
now come to Mr. Oherfohren’s state-
ment of the German side of the case,
and here all sunshine and arrn-
gance., But "Papier st geduldig”
Comparison means nothing, but that Is
the leading fault of the German casu-
ist. T know Dr. Helfferich, tha preasi-
dent of the German Relchsbank. per-
sonally, and many a talk have [ had
with him an world finance, 1 know
how his heart (s biseding when for
poidey’s sake he s obliged to make
statements that knows are not
true. Talking to a prominent (:vrmuu‘
banker a few days aco, he gakd to me:
"I kmow wa are bankrupt, but 1 anly
hope that the Allles swvill be devlared
bankrurt a few weeks lwfore we are, |
then we will have the atvantage.”

A Plea for Unpreparedness.

To THE Epitorn or Tum SunN—S8ir:
There have been reasons given for this
war, the most terrific and terrible in
the world's history. But the cause was
preparedness. IPreparadnass on the part
of one nation thorough and long oon.
tinued led to fear. Fear drove other
nations into alliances and into pre-
paredness. Preparedness of rival groups
of nations led to a condition that can
only be described as explosive. This
explosive condition led to a frame of
mind that resembled hysteria and panic,
#0 that when one nation mobilized its
forces another nation not only mobilized
its troops, and not only began the in-
vasion of a neutral country on its way
to attack a rival, but asked the world
to bedeva that that overt aoct of ag-
gression was purely defensive. The real
cause of the war was preparedness for
prace, preparedness against war, pre-
paredness for defence, whichever phrase
you like best, but alway's preparcdness
for war.

If a referendum were taken in Ger-
many and in England to-day, the two
best prepared natlons, the former on
the land, the latter on the sea, there
would be an agreement on the part of
the people of those countries that there
must be no repetition of the conditions
which led to this war. They might be
led astray by national feeling to say
that this repetition ecan only he pre-
vented by subduing the adversary.

This would mean that the subdued
national group must be kept in subjec.
tion by force of arms, and this would
lead to more and prolonged prepared-
ness, which was the cause of this war
and which would inevitably lead to
recurrence of {t. Germany has subju-
gated Belglum, Paland and Serbla. Eng-
land has command of the mea and has
subjugated most of Germany's oversea
possessions, To recover either, the war
must ba carrled to even more dreadful
loss of life and property. To com-
promise or even 1o Proposs «ompromise
is regarded as weakness if rot follvy

The neutral nations. especially the
leading neutral nation, the U'nited States,
are faced with the alternative of pre-
puredness or of proposiug a plan which
will prevent a repetitton of this cond!.
tion of prepareiness that led to the
great war, The people of tha United
States seem at present to have chosen
the alternative of preparedness rather
than to be willlng to conslder as feas!-
ble a plan for preventing war.

No (Jovernment of any mneutral na-
tion seems 1o he willlng ofclalia to
propose the real remedy for the discase,
One individual, Henry Ford, a maker of
automobiles, has taken his couruge in
hoth hamds and as an individual s
financing a mmeeting of those who de-
#ite 1o ses this war and all war end
Mr. Ford is covered with ridicule, but
he is the only man who has up to the
present time shown a willingness to
macrifice anvihing to bring about peace
He s saud 1o be seeiiing advertisement.
Why, he eould buy all the advertise-
ment at A& much e#maller expense, Ha
1% mald to have no plan. Who knows
that the conference he {a calling will
not propose a perfectly feasible plan?
That is one of the objects of the con-
furence He 18 sald to have a "big
head,” to be “crazy,” &c. Whatever dia-

BOROUGH HOME RULE.

President Marks of Mambattan Ex-
poses His Bullding Inspection Plan.

To THE Epitorn oF Tur Sun—gir: It
i well that public attention Is again
being called to the need of building in-
spection reform. The present waste and
confusion are intolerable to tenants as
well as landlords.

What Is the practical way to end this

abuse? Bome may declaim excitedly and
drammatically against borough divisions
in our city government. This is really
& waste of time and effort. The unk of
the great city of New York is too large
and its physical oonditions are too Vva-
ried to permit of a single nelghborhood
sentiment. Our city of five or six mil-
fon people, destined to grow to elght
or ten millions, cannot, 1 belleve, bs suc-
cessfully represented without local bor-
ough subdivision, The masses of the
people of the various boroughs (naist
upon jocal autonomy in many physical
matters which come close to their dally
life, such as control over public works
and the construction and safety of
bulldings.
Buflding conditions In the various
boroughs vary #o materially as to make
each a distinctly local problem. For
example, In Manhattan almost every
new bullding operation is preceded by
the destruction of old buildings. This
necessitates shoring and underpinning
on a scale not required in other bor-
oughs, where new bulldings are usually
constructed on Jots hitherto vacant.
Also In Manhattan it is aimost the rule
to excavate two or more stories deep
underground, thus encountering unique
and Interesting situations,

The boroughs will not permit the de-
struction of their autonomy in the bulld-
ing bureau. If these were taken away
only the single nt of Publle
Works would remain under the jurisdic-
tion of the borough. It requires no
prophet to foresee overwhelming defeat
in the Legislature of any such attempt.
The proper cry of “Home Rule for Cit-
les” ia echoed in boroughs which tham-
selves are the size of the larger cities.
I do not see how our representatives
could ba true to their trust without
recognizing the will of their constituents
80 clearly expressed,

At a conference of citizens which 1
called a faw weeks ago 1 proposed a
practical plan for ending the present
deadlock bhetween friends and oppo-
nents of centraligation of bullding ine
spections. Fire Commimsioner Adamson
has recently made a similar suggestion
to tha Mayor. i

My proposition in to centralize in each
borough huilding bureau all inspection
and regulation of bulldings of every
kind during construction and alteration,
and thersafter to centralize all inspec-
tion and reeulation of bulldings of every
kind over the use or the “housekeep-
ing” functions Iin one departmemt under
the Mayor, During one period, that of
construction, the borough will comtrol,
and thereafter by clean cut distinction
a clty funaotion will ba performed.

1 belleve that after fair discussion
this plan will be found to meet the
present situation and absolutely elim-
inate duplication and confliet,

This plan preserves both proper neigh-
borhood sentiment and borough auton-
omy, and at the same time does not
Interfere with the principle of elty con-
trol over license functions
