He then left for
Washington, where Le will lay the rail-
roads’ wside of the reduction of free
storage tine before the Interstate Com-
merce Commlssion. The Merchants As-
soclation's traflic Lureau will protest
against the fifteen day cut ordered by
the rallroads effective January 1.

60,000 In the last week. No relief seems
to be In eight.

More Embargors Ordered,

In his statement Chalrman MceCain

Governor Gets Report on Real
and Personal Property
for Taxation,

Trpxt™oN, Dec, 21.-—The net valuation
of real and personal property In New
Jersey subject to taxation at local rates
amotinte to $2,583,603 665, as shown by
the first report of the new Siate Hoard
of Taxes and Asscssment submilted to-
day to Gov. Flelder. This will be taxed
at an average rate of $211 per $100
of valuation, aun Increase of nine points
over the average rate last year,

Ag shown by the report the total valu-
ation of real estate is $2,168,045,803.
Of this $846,753,277 Is represented by
jand values and #1,211,202,618 by im-
provements. The total valuation shows
An increase of $102,348,600 over that of
1904, .

The tax levied on bank stock for the
year under the auct of 1¥14 amounts
to 663,189 and represents & valuation
of SR8, 420,306, The tax shows a de-
crénse of $42,197 from last year.

As returned by ocounty boards prop
erly exempt from taxation amounts to
$243,046,000. Particular attention Is
called In tha report to the laxity in ap-
praising exempt property, many nsses-
sors regarding this as unimportant be-
cause no tax s collected from it. The
bourd ocontends that exempt property
rhould be cmrefully listed in order that
the taxpayer may know to what extent
hils own burden 8 increased by the ex-
emptlon. 5

rchool taxes this yvear Is $6,724,661, an
Inerease of $207,141 from last year.

NEW JERSEY'S VALUES SECOND AVE. ROAD
T0 DROP RECEIVER

First Step Toward Reorgani-
zation Taken in Application
to Settle Claims,

LINE FATLED 8 YEARS AGO

Bteps for the reorganigation of the
Becond Avenue Rallroad Company, which
has been In the hands of a recelver for
elght years, were taken yesterday when
Bupreme Court Justice Whitaker signed
an order permitting John Beavers, re-
cently appointed recelver in place of
George W, Linch, now dead, to settle
claims agalnst the old  Metropolitan
Street Rallway and New York Clty Rall-
way companies,

The Second avenue is the last of the
New Yark surface lines that collapsed
in 1907 to extricate itself from receiver-
ship, The order under which the claims
of the Becond avenue are to be settled

provides that the New York City Rail-
ways Company, which Is the reorganiza-
tion of the Metropolitan and New York
City Rallway companies, Is to pay $5648.-
354 to the Becond avenue recelver. The
money will then be pald for the Secomd
avenue road’s dehts under supervision of
the Supremne Court.

The largest clalm held by the Second
avenus was ngninst the Metropolitan for
breakiig the lease held by that road.
The Federal court has found that the
amount due on thin claim ls $1,2898.328
less deductions of $171.950, but the pay-
ment will amount to only 10 per cent.
of the total, or £111,737. The payiment
of a claim of $684,727 ugninst the New
York City Rallway Company will
amount to $247.627, or 40 per cent.
These payments are bhased on the rate
paid on all aliowed clalius against these
roads. A further payment of $165.088
will be mnade us the amount due the
Becond avenue from the “inter-recelvers
ship account.”

The petition of the Second avenue re-
celver, which was signed by George W.
Linch just before he died on December
15, stated that the Second avenue pron-
erty was turned over to him in such a
dlapldated conditlon that the road
A'dn't bexin paying a profit until the
year ended June 30, 1913, The receiver
