THOSE SPYING RADIO

PLANTS DIDN'T EXIST

Not One Found on Either
Coast by U. S. Sleuths,
Despite Many "Tips."'

WashinotoN. T)ec. 24 Pespite the
most painstaking investigation agents of
the navy radio service have been unable
to find any evidence to Justify the oft
recurrent reports of tnysterioim foreign
wireless stations at various points along
the Atlantic and Pacific coasts. This
statement figures prominently in the an-

nual report of the bureau made public

After describing at length the various
steps taken since the outbreak of the
war to censor wireless communication the
report states :

"Closely connected with the subject of
censorship and romlng to the front after
the first Executive order Ml the ques-

tion of the ealstence of unauthorised
radio elation. Many reports reached
the Navy Deparunent of mysterious
radio stations that suddenly sprang into
belnsr for the sols purpose of transmit-tks- g

messages In violation of the radio
neutrality proclamation

"These reports reached the Depart-
ment from many jinvate sources, and
many people constftuied themselves pi
vate secret agencies and generally offered
to reveal the existence and location of
aueh ststlons provided they were liberally
rewarded flnanclally. Many reports also
came to the .State Department from

n the different eniluiesies
and legations, and every such report re- -

celved investigation and consideration.
"Such mvsterlous stations were not

confined to any locality and each of the
four cornera of the continental limits of
the country had Its favorite, such
stations being reported In the Htates of
Washington. California, Maine arrd
Florida. Every report was carefully In-

vestigated and from the rep rts rece!ed
and Investigated H tB gratify. K to report
that In not one instance was 11 radio
station found thai did not have a proper
UmI ov'foence. or one found that had., ....olcMiv of trnnamtsslon that would

reach vessels at sea over the smallest
possible distance.

"It is not Intended to latlmate thst
possible Illegal stations have not existed.
but certainly none of the very many
reported have been fourrd. The very air
of myaterv surrounding the art of r.ulln
transmission In the minds of the unln- -

formed furnishes the besi possil.le aouri
of suspicion and every koimi oiiiaeii
deemed It his duty to bring to notice.
anything resembling a radio station ano
conosdel It. possibilities that could not

by any chance exist."

MELLEN'S VERTICAL

FARM CAUSES FIGHT

New Haven Attorneys Contend
nt Acted Alone

in Purchase.

DECISION ON MOTION SOON

Charles S. Mellen'a motives In bury-

ing his perpendicular farm were fought
over during the argument before Judge
Hunt yesterday on the motion to dis-

miss the Indictments against eleven
rectors of the New Haven Railroad.

The farm Is In a mountain notch on
the mute of the proposed extension of
tlie Grand Trunk Railway lines in

and waa bought at a time
when that road was seeking; a light of
way.

Mr. Mellen'a purchase was olted by
H P. Stevenson. Assistant District At-

torney, aa an example of the methods
used bv the New Haven to obtain
monoixily, but Judge Hunt Inquired
whnt evidence there was to show that
any of the defendants participated in
the reheme. Mr. Btevenson's conten-
tion that Mr. Mellen had bought the
farm In carrying out w. resolution of
the hoard of directors was disputed,
counsel ror the defence asserting that
the purchase was an individual Invest-
ment by Mr Mellen

Judge Hunt Intimated thst he will
not give his decision on the motion to
dismiss the case before TneedViy.

Counsel for the Government contended
that the arguments for the dismissal of
the Indictments were based on weak
foundations, and that every count In the
Indictment was Justified. After defining
the word "acquisition" and asking what
the Government believed to be the mean-
ing of the word monopoly. Judge Hunt
said that It had been shown that the
New Haven acquired parts of roadH in
New Kngland, but did not acquire other
parts.

The Judge mentioned a decision he
had rendered In another case. In which
he had held that there must he guilty
participation, reflected In a state of
mind before Illegal conspiracy could he
shown. He argued thst a man, after
seeking expert legal advice as to his
acts, might have a defence. The pros-
ecution contended that this would be no
excuse.

It L Batts, Special Assistant District
Attorney, said :

"We charge a conspiracy to monopo-
lise a certain business In a part of this
country. Home of the things done In
New Knglimd are illegal, entirely aside
from any Intent. The monopoly there
was In li 14 of as absolute as any that
could be conceived of In any country ex-

cept possibly where the Government
steps In. These people alleging bneMt.s
to New Kngland have so controlled
strategic points that no one without Gov-
ernment help could ever hope to com-
pete."

Mr. Batts added that In Justice to
some of the defendants the assumption
of gra1 appeared to be totally unjusti-
fied, nlthough they did do Illegal tilings

Dr. Walker, "UlSt the treatment affords
permanent relief, and If the cases are
taken In time 1 feel confident, that a
cure cuii be effected by this treatment."

Tho reported success of the selenium
treatment administered by Dr. Walker
has attrauttxl patients from distant cities
In the hlaat. The patients spend a short
time here and by later communication
Dr. Walker continues the treatment at
liutist under the cars of another physi-
cian. Dr Walker dues not openly ussert
that his method Is an absolute curs,
hut he believes that he has proved Its
efflilency In the early stages of can-
cer and Its power to relieve the more
malignant cases of the disease.
