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Secretary Danlels's Suppression.

In defence of the suppression by
Becretary Daxiers of the report on
Amerien’'s nnval needs compiled by
Admiral Dewry and his associntes it
fs urged that the constructive pro-
gramme emanating from thelr trained
minds is impracticable, too expensive
and based on a wrong conception of
the task our murine defence should
undertake. Only from the civillan
politicians of the depurtment, It is
contended by the Secretary’'s partl-
gansg, ean n wise und workable scheme
pf expansion be extracted.

That the professional advisers of the
nation should advoecate the maximum
establishment in their judgment neces-
gary is to be expected: and on what
ground ean the withholding from the
public of thelr deliberate recommen-
dations be justiied? It Is thelr duty
and obligation to muke known the
necessities of their service. If their
intelligent prevision is to be treated
with contempt, and their reports are
to be made merely for pigeonholing,
the pretence of respect for informed
gonidanee should be abandoned, and
the manngement of techuienl affalrs
frunkly consigned to the mercy of
politieal expediency.

Lacking the General Board's report,
the public might well have belleved
that the plan sponsoreill by Secretary
Daxiers would meet the maximum
needs of the nation, as set forth by
its most trusted counsellors,  To-day
it knows that this scheme records
only the presumption of JosepHUS
Paxiers with respect of the present
interest and alms of the country, It
embodies the politician’s eraft, not
the naval authority’s discernment
and If the nation must be ruled by the
first, it ot least should have the edu-
cational opportunity of the second.

Secretary Daxiers erecting himself
into a final judge of what the country
shall know and shall not know dis-
closes in himself the guile of the joh
hunter and the arrogance of the bu-
reaucrnt, He can achieve only one
welcome suppression, and the object
of that is roo dear to his heart to en-
ecourage the hope that he will be
ealled on to submit to it,

Peace, uni-
versal and permanent, is eminently
desirnble. 1t I1s the goal toward
which the race must consclously move
or civilization will be forever n mere
name, n mockery of what the soul of
man seems to have in It that may
maxe the frrure of the world less
btdeous than the past, But pacifists
who bring diseredit upon themselves
and their cnnse througe: lies, decep-
tions, plots and unseasonnble aetlvities
are uot pushing mankind on toward
the millenninm,  They are making
peace in some ways more despleable
than war,  Pacifists though they may
call themselves, they are armed with
weupons that, used in the dark, strike
ut the nation's very heart, They are
Inconsistent, hut that is the least ser:-
ous churge of the many that ean he
brought  against  them,  With  the
white dove of penes for their emblem
they are doing more to-day to make
wir permanent than all the swash-
bucklers und fire eaters in the world
at lurge.

Decermnber 21, does not expect uan
answer to his letter, and indeed he
makes it impossible to enter into a

controversy with him, since he adopts
a tone of inveetive and insult in which
I do not feel Inclined to follow him
His personal remarks against me 1 will
leave aside altogether, and !f I mentlon
his letter at all it is in defence of Dr.
Helfferich, with whom “Veritas” claims
personal acquaintance, although he calls
him president of the Relchsbank, i posi-
tion which Dr, Helfferich neither holds
nor ever held. His personal acqualn-
tance and feigned esteem do not pre-
vent “Veritas' from branding Dr.
Helfferich a llar by blandly stating
that he makes ‘“statements that he
knows are not true.” [ venture to say
that ‘“Veritas” is as well acquainted
with the subject matter of Dr.
Helfferioh's words as he s with his
position. However that may be, though
I do not know Dr. Helfferich personally,
I do know his books and his record as
a private and public official, and
protest against such baseless Insinua-
tions against an absent countryman, &
man who is of univérsally acknowledged
rectitude,

In Tue BuN of December 22 Mr,
James &. H, Umsted reiterates most of
the statements which 1 have yuestioned
in my last letter.

Mr. Umsted |s mistaken (f he as-
sumes my Ignorance of the existence of
the Statist and the Economist. 1 simply
accepted his fijgures because at the mo-
ment of writing | had none of those
English publications at hand.

As to the facts, the gold for treasury
notes is still belleved to be a reality
only by those who do not trouble them-
selves about an explanation of the sud-
den Increase of gold holdings by the
Bank of England in the first months of
the war, Hesides the gold reserve of
the Institutions | mentioned in my last
letter every avallable particle of gold
held In the public coffers of the United
Kingdom has been transferred to the
vaults of the Bank of England,

I am well aware thalt « separate acs
ecount is being kept of the currency
notes, In fact this has nothing to «do
with the Hank of England, belonging
as it does o the province of the treas-
ursy HBut the Hgures in the currency
notes nccount do not represent gold held
heside that which Is accounted for by the
Bank of England. The gold set aside
for the redemption of currency notes
ix delivered to the =afe keeping of the
Bank of England and thus flgures in
its gold stock. That the same sum fig-
ures in two distinet accounts s per-
fectly Justifiable and a constant prac-
tice In Furope, where banks always
consider their deposits in the central
institution as f{dentical with cash in
hand. But it i= not justifiable to pile
these sums one upon the other. 1 do not
doubt that tha awccount of the institu-
tions whose gold treasure has heen in-
corporated in the PBank of England are
m good order, but their stock has been
merged with that legitimately bhelong-
ing to the Bank of England. What fig-
ures are hereby involved i= shown by
the fact that the last account published
by the Belgian Natlenal Bank reported
about $50,000,000 fn eoin and bullion.
If this wum as well as the gold hold-
ings of the other institutions were to he
disgorged by the Bank of England s
own gold holdings would be much
smaller than I have figured  Hut Mr.
Umsted apparently preferg to pass these
thinge In sllence.

As to the sllver question, even strong
believers {n English finances will prob-
ahly doubt that the whole stock of
silver money held by both departments
of the Rank of England amounts to not
more than £162.867, which sum includes
aven a certaln amount of gold A\
separate account of {ts gilver holdings
not haing given, the natural inference
is that the management of the bank i=
abla to strain the King's English sufli-
ciently to include the holding of silver
in ita Agures of coin and bullion. Mg
U'msted passes in allence the question
of the French silver cover for notes,

By putting the notes issued by the
German war loan banks .on the same
level with the notes Issued by the cen=
tral banks Mr, Umsted shows how 1it-
tle he i= acquainted with the working
of these (nstitutions. Whereas the cen-
tral banks issue their notes
