NATION'S BIG TRADE

IN WAR A SURPRISE

"liruir Report!' Nays Record
Wag Not Within Reason-

able Expectations.

GREATEST PTNCH IN DYES

The Oil, Paint sag Oraa Beporfer,
dlacuaalng some of ttte developments In
"probably the moat momentous iierlod
our trades have ever apeiienrad." will
aay In to-da- issue that although the
draggle portcy of belligerent countries
for the conservation of home supplies
aa well as for the. curtailing of the
enemy's resources and commercial and
Industrial operations contributed largely
to abnormal conditions here, "the coun-try- 's

export trade during the year has
established a record that under abnor-
mal conditions Was not within reason-
able expectation ."

"One of the sarllest developmenU
among the 'xport reatrlcUons of theforeign Governments," the Reporter
says, "wua the English amtxirgo on
whale oil, wh'ch wxm short! followed
by a suspenski.i of ejd shipments fromFrance, but th-- most atgnllloant event
affecting our trades was the Herman
embargo on all potash shipments

"The country'! stringency of German
dyastuffa haa no' been appreciably re-
lieved during the year, although occa-
sional deliveries srvre permitted over the
earlier months before the declaration by
C.rsat Britain of a practical blockade of
Germany. Great Hrltaln'a embargo
policy haa been gradually strengthened
to cover a wide range of commodities
capable of any possible war service, but
of greatest bearing was the recent re-
striction of logwood shipments from Ja-
maica,

"The drug market haa furnished prob-
ably the most stirring changes of the
year, having been moat susceptible to the
practices of outside speculation. The
volume of export business In many of
the drug Items has been exceptional.
The narcotics, ansajthetlcs, disinfectants,
anodynes and analgesics have shared
most substantially In the foreign move-
ment, as they have been eaiKslally
adaptable for war consumption.

"The dyeatuffs situation has been fea-
tured by the continued scarcity of the
aniline producta resulting In serious em-
barrassment to all the consuming inter-
ests. Ths textile trades have probably
borne the heaviest burden of the
stringency and they lutve been xealous
in their endeavors for the release of the
German supplies.

"Nearly all the colors have been In-

creased In price during the year.
"The year's development In the

petroleum situation has signified a com- -

plete restoration of the Industry's for-- I
tunes."

The l hemp trade is almost unani-
mous In saying that a monopoly haa
been bred of s monopoly In the elemt
hemp Industry In the peninsula of Yu
catan. Mexico, while a number of trade
papers throughout the country have gone

terests In New York a sisal hemp truat
haa been formed which Is In a position
to chaige prices In advance of the nor-
mal value of the crop and that the Amer-
ican farmer will have to pay the In-- i
crease.
