They supposed that
he had followed his custom of walking
from business and that he had absent-
mindedly falled to heed the approach of
the train.

Mr. Jones was 66 years old and en-
joyed some celebrity as a genealogist.
He I8 survived by his wife, two daugh-
ters and a son,

New Russian Opera Is Epi-
sodie, Which Seems to Be
Its Chief Fault.

“Prince Igor,” opera in four acts and
prologue. the book and the music by
Alexander FPorphyrievitch Borodin, was
produced at the Metropolitan Opera
House last evening. The conditions at-
tending the Introduction of this new
musical drama were of a familiar kind
The audience was large. There wa:
a plenty of applause. The singers wers
called before the curtain many times
The enthusiasts behind the orchestrs
rail added their voices to the sound o
hand clapping.

The new work is the second from th:
Rusalan repertory to find its way to th
Western world, Doubtless its perform-
ance was due to the Interest arouse.
by the presentation of Moussorgsky's
“Boris Godunov'" and that comparisons
will be made between the two works is
inevitable. If these provoke discussion
they will perhaps Intensify Interest in
both operas, which resemble each other
unly on the surface. Happily compari-
sons need Aind no piace here, where a
Jescription of Borodin's creation alone
i required.

The opera falls Into the class of his-
torical dramas, and It has one radical
fault often found In such works. It is
episodic. There & no artistic develop-
ment of emotional experiences, such as
makes a true drama. The author has
sought to draw from an Ancient chronicle
incidenta with which to arrange a series
of brilllant scenes. Amid these certaln
human emotions are revealed. but they
ure not the motives of the action. That
8 purely political.

The story is taken from a “bylina.” or
metrical chronicle, one of the anclent
lays In which history and fable mingle
their various accounts of a people's in-
fancy. This “byMna" deals with the war
of Prince Igor against the Polovisy, a
Turkish tribe of Invaders. Igor was one
of the numerous princes who governed
the provinces of Russia before the unifi-
eation of the country amd the centraliza.
tion of its government,

Third Act Cut Out.

The Incidents Into which the atory
falls are loosely connected. LAght Is
thrown on the character of the libretto
by the fact that after several rehearsals
and before last evenlng's performance
the third act had been voted a hore and
had been ruthlessly cut out, The opera
went on comfortably with a mingle
change in the dialogue of the mecond act
—all that was necessary to keep It from
falling apart entirely,

In the prologue Prince Igor bids his
wife farewell and goea forth o meet
the enemy. There are processions and
choruses, It is not dissimilar to the
opening scene of “Boris.” In the first
act we see what results when the lord
of the city I8 away. Igor has left his
wife In the care of her brother, Prince
Galitzky. That distinguished nobleman
promptly gete drunk and the whole town
hastens to assist In his orgy.

The second act shows us [gor and his
mon, Viadimir, prisone=s In the camp of
Khan Konchak, the Folovtsy Ceneral.
Viadimir has fallen .n love with the
Khan's daughter, and she with him.
Love duet, including the inev.table pas-
sage sung sitting on a bench. [Igor Is
very downcast, but accepts the offer of
a recreant Turk to help him to escape.

This is the revised version of the Met-
ropolitan, In the original he refuses and
it becomes necessary to have a third act
in which he escapes and the Khan holds
fast to the son, bLetrothing him to the
daughter. This part of tl. drama is
now mercifully left to the Imagination,
The fourth act tukes us back to Russia
Yaroslavna, wife of [gor, weeps. Pres-
ently she sees dust on the horizon. Can
it be? No! Yes, it Is; it I8 my long
tost huband! End of opera.

Want of Dramatic Continuity.

Thus we seée that there are several
emotional states of more or leas poign-
ancy and some opportunities for spec-
tacle. But there i» no demand for dra-
matle continuity in the musie, and with
this radical defect the opera halts lamely
to its conclusion. Borodin's admirers
lay much stress upon the brilliant use
of Oriental color, while he himself warns
us not to expe~t Ingenuity in the treat-
ment of recitative: "I am far more at-
tracted to melody.” ‘Then he enlightens
us in regard to his general plan, He has
no affinity to what is called endless mel-
ody., He prefers “definite and concrete
forms.”

“In opera,” he says, “as in decorative
art, deta 18 and minutie are out of place
Bo'd outlines are only necessary; all
should be clear and stralghtforward and
fit for practical performance from the
voeal and  Instrumental standpeint.”
Every word of this contains sense. But
the practical application of it must be
found disappointing. at least to the dls-
‘nterested ohserver. Some of “The Five,"
whose precepts Borodin rejected In his
practice. admired the opera, It has Its
happy moments ; but it has Its bad quar-
Doubtlers the Russian mind
And then

views these things differently.

Borodin'a treatment of the bhook ther
retires recitative to disuse as much as
possible, What dialogue we hear |8 car-
ried on In a very vague and il defined
style of arloso, and this want of melodle
definitiveness Is discernible In the solo
parts from beginning to end.

In these solo parts one looks in vain
for anything In the nature of charac-
terization, The speech of Galitsky has
Rusalan melodio {diom as its base and In
one place reiterntes a phrase heard in
the duet of the Nurse and the Craro-
witsch In “Roris Godunov,”  Little of
dramatic significance, however, is accom-
plished by this leaning upon the folk
song. The other personages neither do
nor sing anything pertinently Ruselan

The best plece of solo music in the
opera I8 that del'vered bv the Prince
in the camp mcene, bex'nnipg In the
Itallan translation “Olme! Nel cor nl
gravera l'ungoscia ognor.' It is not a
strikingly origina! or brilliant plece of
writing, but it 18 good enough to pro-
vide scope for a few minutes of impres-
sive dramatic singing, and perhaps thix
8 as much as we should demand of an
operatic composer In this lamentably dull
ern. The fact that Borodin wrote the
passage some thirty yeurs ago makes
this consideration none the less appro-
priate. The solo was without question
the moet successful in the performance,
and It owed much of its value to Mr.
Amato's finely planned dellvery of It.

Choruses All Well Written,

However, the arioso allotted to the
principals In this score will nut make
any deep scars on the memory, The

opinion that the most meritorious por-
tions of the work are the excellent
‘horuses and the infleniously developed
scene of barbaric revel in the camp of
the Khan,

‘The theatrical craft dlsclosed in this
scene I8 worthy of a more experienced
‘peratic composer than the Russian
chemist. It is a cunningly made union
of various spectacular elements. BSuch
eements In opera are not wholly scenic.
There are spectacular action and music
iso. When all are moulded In a co-
hesive and eloquent mood picture, even
If It be not of the more subtle type of
peychology, we have un art work,
though possibly not of towering impor-
tance, Buch a creation we have in the
camp scene of “Prince Igor. -

To be sure we may shrug an Impatient
shoulder wien we find our ears choked
with flattened seconds, but we are In the
musical Orient, where the flat second and
the flat sixth dwell together in loving
fraternity. $ut there Ils other material
and most of It is serviceable and some
of it newly disposed In captivating pat-

terns.  Horodin hus written a long and
elaborate development of a croral
dance. The music alltted to the chorus

in this scene ia highly effective and the
variety of rhythmic figure In the whole
dance s good. Tre glitter of costumes
and the agility of dancers do not consti-
tute the entire value of this scene. It
Is musically successful.

In other Incidents of the drama we
And manifestations of the same skill

The opportunity to utilite masses |s |
igaln and again seized with avidity by |
the composer, who apparently finds him- |
self less ready w en he ls ealled upon to |
publish humu; emotion with a single
volce. Prnbably the congenlality of en-
sembles tempted Borodin into a pro-
ixity which sadly mars the opera.

Most of its Incidents—even some |
which are without chorus—are need-
lessly spun out. One has only to recall
the eclipse, the drunken scene, the Im-
ploring women before the Princess, even
the barbarian festival and the prepara-
tlon for the return of Prince Igor, With |
this descent into prolixity goes a fond- |
ness for dllatory archestral measures in-
erspersed between lines of vocal utter-
ince, a fault wiich has brought fallure
apon many Wwn vpera otherwise worthy
f toleration.

Opera Needn More Cuatting.

It Ia one of the fallings of music that
It impedes action ; but It has a more de-
plorable effect upon dialogue unless it
slaces itself absolutely at the service of
speech. Borodin's score wpuld gain im-
measurably if some skilled hand could
go through it and cut out every measure
of music which compels the actors to
stand idly waiting while It is played
Action cannot be created merely to fill
such voids: if it does not grow naturally
from the scene it Is worse than futlle,

The summary of the matter, then, lg
thut we have an opera of thin and dis-
connected story, and a resultant score in
which little approach is made toward u
true dramatic exposition of human emo-
tion. We are Invited to view a few
epispdes in which human feelings are
treated as accessories to a historical plot.
The real nuclel of the score are the mass
effects from which tte tenuous solo parts
stream in quickly diminishing rays. .

The best artistic textures in the chor-
uses are to be found In those of the

the petitlon of the maldens . in
the first act, the camp scene of act III.,
and the invisible chorus of the last scene.
It may be added that this last serves
only to delay the action of the work
and hence its musical value ls lost,

A complete enumeration of the fea-
tures of the production cannot be made
now, The scenery la very good, wvery
good Indeed, and since scenery has be-
come @ principal star in Metropolitan
rroductions too much emphasis cannot
be laid on this statement. The costumes)
may share the glory of the scenery.
They are also very Important. The
dancers deserve much pralse, eapecially
Miea Galll, who showed extrpordinary
activity and endurance, The ohoruses
were admirably sung. Every one knows
that choruses are vital to some lyric
dramas. Think of “Parsifal” To be
sure there is also Kundry; but this is
another story. And it ls German opera
too. Poselbly one would rather think of
the chorusea In "Boris.” or of the thrill-
ing score of "L'Amore del Tre Re,"
which storma through two splendid acta
of human tragedy without any ohorus
at all. But Borodin's choruses, aa we
have seen, are brilliantly composed and
It 1s well that they were beautifully
sUNE.

There are nmo great roles for principa)
singers In  “Prince Igor." ANl are
sketches and no Impersonator can make
much of scattered fragments. Mr. Amato
Is the hero of the performance, for his
Igor hag a certain herole dignity and a
breadth of utterance, which s not to
bhe attalned by other roles. He sang
his music with power and with an ar-
tistic discretion sometimes missing from
his interpretations.

Mme. Alda made a charming pleture
within the uncertaln outlines of the part

Ameriean i French Army
Testifies in Wis $100,000
Libel Suit.

CONFUSED WITH A COUSIN

Wearing the French army identifica-
tion plate on a silver chain around his
right wrist and a gold watch on his
left wrist William Thaw, Second Ldeu-
tenant In the French Aviation Corpa.
gave testimony before United States
Commiesioner Houghton yeaterday in the
preliminary hearng in his $100,000 1ibel
suit against o New York morning news-

paper.

Lisut. Thaw filed his suit as a citisen
of the United States, but the questions
put to him by Willlam A. De Ford, at-
torney for the deferdant, on cross-ex-
amination were apparently desigred to
lay the groundwork for the contention
that Lieut. Thaw had lost his citizenshin
by reason of service In the French army.

Lieut. Thaw testified that he enlisted
in the Forelgn Leglon In August, 1914,
when he was not 21, but that In the fol-
lowing December he changed over to
the Aviation Corps, which waa distinct
from the Foreign Legion and a part of
the regular French army.

“What ceremony wers you put
through when you enlisted?" asked Mr.
De Ford.

“l slgned a paper promising obedi-
ence and allegiance to the French Gowv-
ernment—but that was to have efTect
only during the war."
