BIG PLANT 10 GIVE
U. . SUPPLY OF TIN

Ore Will Come From Bolivia,
Bringing Us New Trade,
Says Loebh,

MEANS AID FOR AMERICAS

WAsHINGTON, Jan. 6.—Annuncement
was made to-day by Becretary of Com-
merce Redfield that all arrangements
have been completed for importation of
Bolivian tin ore by the American Smelt-
ing and Refining Company, and that a
jarge plant has been bullt at Perth Am-
boy, N. J., for smelting and refining the
raw material. This, it is said, will be
the first attempt to establish the industry
on a large scale in the United States.

The first definite information that such
an undertaking had been decided upon
was contained in a letter to Becretary
Redfield from Willlam Loeb, Jr., of the
American Smelting and Refining Com-
pany. In this letter Mr. Losb sald that
the new plant had been practically com-
pleted at Perth Amboy for the smelting
of tin ores and oconcentrates and the
slectrolytic refining of tin. Mr. Loeb
aleo sald that this country imports about
46,000 tons of tin yearly, of which about
#0 per cent. is Straits tin, and Is con-
sumed largely In the production of tin
plate. The Straite Bettlements impose

an export duty on tin ores, thus com- |

pelling reduction to metallic form in
the country where it is produced.

According to Mr, Loeb's letter the Bo-
livian tin contalns impurities whiah, with
the established methods of smelting, do
not produce a tin suitable for tin plate
The plant at Perth Amboy not only will
smelt the impure orea from Bolivia and
other countries but is to refine the prod-
ust by the electrolytic process.

Runs 09 Per Cent. Pure,

A recent analysia of this electrolytic
tin showed It to run 99 per cent. pure,
while the base metal from which it was
produced contained only $3 per cent.
For the manufacture of tin plate it is
pronounced as good as the best Straits

tin,

They fight because it is &
duty; but sooner or later they look to
causes and effects and act accordingly.

Starviag for Men and Money.

“The other ground for my bellef |s that
each of the warring nationa is starving
for men and money both. They do not
admit it, but the slgna are plenty and
convincing. Any nation that is prolong-
ing the war beyond the time when It
can be reasonably and honorably dis-
continued s slowly but surely commit-
ting suvicide. There is already wide-
rprud distreas and it ls rapldly increas-
ng. -

=Jl!!llnllrll in South America tin ores”
r Loeb's letter says, “we are financing
the miners by making libera] advances
immediately on shipments from South
America. We hope eventually to be able
to extend our present plant and increase
the business considerably In the Initial
steps of our negotiations to secure these
tin ores we wers greatly helped by the
cooperation of the Bureau of Forelgn
and Domestic Commerce, the Commerclal
attaches of the department in soulh
America and by the State l»opnrtmem
While the United States easily is

greatest user of tin only a small qunn-
tity of the metal {8 mined in this coun-
try .and practically no smeiting has been |
dome here. About 950 per cent. of the
metal imported originates In the Stralts
Settlements, where the world's greatest
tin mines are located, although great
quantities are received indirectly by way |
of England, Belglum and Germany. !

Import $60,000,000 a Year. |

n normal times the United States im-
ports about $50,000,000 worth of tin,
which is somewhat more than a third of |
the world's production. Bolivia produces
about $25,000,000 worth annually. !

*The value uf a tin smelting Industry
in the United States is great, but du'ﬂcult |
to estimate in !ts full importance,” says
Becretary Redfleld. ““The smelting imdus- ‘
try Itself will give employment to many |
workers and be a great convenlence In
many ways to the tin plate industry, but'
the purchase of great quantities of ore
from a Bouth American country will es-
tablish credits in our markets in their
favor and lead to the establishment of
commerclal relations with that country, |
which would otherwise have been |l|ﬂ'|-|
cult to effect, The Bolivian Minister,
sSenor Don Ignacio Calderon, calls atten-
tlon to this important point by emphasiz-
fng the necessity of buying in foreign
countries as well as selling there, The
ships that carry ore to the United States
will carry back American products for
@outh American markets." |
