men who, under any concehable cir-
cumstances, will be unable to enrn
livings for themselves or for their de-
pendents If they have them.

It Is probable that commissions will
be appointed In Great Britain nud
Ireland, as well as in all the various
British dominions, to take charge of
classes two and three, getting employ-
ment for them when possible at tasks
which they are able to perform, and
in other Instances arranging for their
'ocntlonal education for tasks appro-
priate to their abilities.

These commissions will establish
local branches In every employing
centre, where the work will be done
by means of lists of men, lists of pos-Hlb- le

employers, the cooperation of
newspapers and, personal solicitation.

In Cnnada the Dominion Manufac-
turers Association Is urged to provide
work for classes; two and three on a
percentage basis that Is, It Is pro-
posed that each employer shall In-

crease the number of his employees by
5, 10, 15 or 10 per cent., as he may
find financially possible. It Is argued
that by thus Increasing his output
many a Canndlnn manufacturer may
lie stimulated tn selling efforts which
notably will Increase his Individual
business and the aggregate commerce
of tho Dominion.

With regard to the needs of class
three tho I'rnvlnrlnl Commission, In
London, Is doing much, nud is freely
nud efficiently cooperating with the
various Dominion commissions, no-
tably fur the benefit of their men hut
also for the benefit of men in England,
licliiinl, and Wale, who after
the war may wish to go lo Iho Do-
minion.

In some rases the unfortunate vic-
tims uf wurfaie will be apprenticed to
now trades lilted to their curtailed
abilities, as lailt. me niipreiitlced in
normal tlnice.

In other cases entile wotkshops will
be placed, In Id.e hour., at tho dispo-
sition nf the learners, so that thine
men may fanilll.irlz.e thcmsolvrs with
the material nnd tools which will be
useful to them as means of livelihood
when they have become expert in

j their management. n such instances
foieiinn and others, volunteering their
services, wll. act as Instructors,

' Already It l evident that thero will he
no lack nf wot kshnps offered for such
training nf of men tn dliect It.

These ate the principal Ideas now
being worked out III connection with
the ret mil uf the ni'n tn the shop
nud factories. It may ! that even
more Important will be ilie various
schemes for sending returning solUlero
to tho kind ilh agriculturists.

Peculiar reports are reaching Herlln
regarding conditions In England. Th
Kotlntiche Zeltung describes Imaginary
scenes at the great London railway sta-
tions from which It Is said fiO.000 Lon-
doners are fleeing for the midlands every
week, terror stricken by reports of forth-
coming Zeppelin raids. The article says
In part :

"The Incredible Ignorance of the Eng.
llsh working classes reveals Itself will,
an overpowering effect as soon ns one
enters Into conversation with' one of
them.

"These people bellee. wotd for word:
all that their press has been telling them
for yeans. They are completely devoid
of Individuality. The same, phrases 1sue
frpm every mouth, the thoughts of nil
move In the same; direction. Uncon-
sciously 4one Is reminded of a. great
swarm of nuts, alt of which crawl In the
same direction and Imitate one another
automat I cully. There Is the mtihi talk
about 'Huns' and 'b.irbarlniis' where
evor one turns.

"Among the middle cjaeses nud
nuburbaii dweller It Is far different
There Hie hatred of (lerniany and o!
everything Oermaiv Is Indescribably In-

tense. One ! unconsciously led to
ueerlbe this sentiment In great measura
to the Egyptian darkness, which ap-- '
pears to be London's sole means ol
defence egalnet the feared Zeppetlt.s.

"This g oom nppeats to. have crented
n new variety of nervous ailment of such
Intensity that many of Its victims nre
driven by It to the very brink of Inesin-t- y.

Doctors knerw no rented' fo- - tVw
sufferers, who may be numbered uy umi
of thousands, except to ship thorn oft
wholesale to such parts of England ai
are not jxwinanfmtly In danger of Zep-
pelin rolds and wh-i-- r the street lighting
approaches the normal conditions.

"It 1s a common occurrence for more
trmti SO.flOQ of these Zoppelln lunatics to
be despatched tn one week to the mid
land towns. To speed this exodus spe-
cial trains are run. In which none but
those pwvlded with a medical certifi-
cate are permitted to travel.

The Bourbon family, of the Capctinn stock, claims descent
from Kobcrt lc Fort, Duke of France, Count of Pnris, of Orleans and of
Anjou, who was killed fiirhtinK the Norsemen in 815(5. Two of his sons
were Kings of France. Ungues Capet, Rreat-jrranilno- n of Robert le
Fort, was King of France in 187.

Louise is a member, was Philippe, Due d'Anjou, and became Due d'Or-
leans in 10(50. The Dukes of Orleans bear the title "First Prince of tho
Blood Royal of France." The Bourbon des Deux Sicilcs family was
founded by the Infante Ferdinand, who became King of Naples under
the name of Ferdinand IV. and King of Sicily under the name of Ferdi-
nand III. in 175!. He became King of "the Two Sicilies" in 181 G and
died in 1825.

It Is
estimated that the Y. M. C. A. attends
to tho needs of 10,000 soldiers who pass
In and out of Ixindon every week.

In France and with the soldiers In
the field everything possible Is done to
conduce to the comfort of the men.
Wherever military conditions permit,
pianos nre Installed, concerts and sing
songs are frequent and the, huts In addi-
tion to ample food supplies are equipped
with an amplitude of Innocent games.
Itellglous exercises are naturally held,
but these aro of an Interdenominational
character, In fact. It has been one of
the surprises of the war how far sec-tart-

lines hae disappeared In eating
for the spiritual welfare of the soldiers.
