Survey Covering 219 Cities of
Over 2t,000 Prcpnred for

Sage Foundation.

WIDE ItAXGE TX THE COST

A comprehensive survey covering
cities of the United having more
than ZG.OOO population has been made
of the activities of the health depart-
ments by Prank Schneider, Jr., of the
department of surveys and exhibits of
the Itusscll Sage Foundation. His

lic health work Is still In lis Infancy,
In some cities more than In others. Ho
surftests a minimum expenditure per
capita by the health departments. This
should range from CO cents 11, ac-
