FRANCE OPPOSES PLAN.

British  Cabinet Divided and
Scheme May HBe Abandoned.

WasHiNoTON, Jan, 19 —Lukewarmness
on the part of the French Government
toward the proposed British naval block-
ade, coupled with a divigion of sentiment
in the Hritish Cabinet itself, the State
Department has been unofficlally ad-
vised, may result in an abandonment of
the proposed new project.

In view of the delay on the part of
Great Britain in proclaiming the new
blockade, officials of the State Depart-
ment are nelined to attach significance
to the reports. They deny, however, that
Col. E. M. House, President Wilson's
special envoy to belligerent capltals, has
made any reports on the subject.

Should the blockade be proclaimed,
however, high officiala of the Depart-
ment let it be known this afternoon that
the United States would make no protest
until it has accumulated faets sufficlient
to prove the ineffectiveness of the block-
ade To that end it was stated the
American representatives in the block-
ade area would be Instructed to keep
careful tab on all shipments succeeding
in getting through the hlockade line

The State Department was advised to.
Aay by Ambassador Page at London that
the Hritish Forelgn OfMice has completed
a draft of (te answer to the American
note of October 21 protesting against
detention of American ships under the
Hritish orders in council and has sub-
mitted the draft to the French Foreign
Office for approval,

Pending the recelpt of this note and a
fina! determination by Great Britain re-
gpecting the proposed naval blockade it
was Indicated at the Department this
afternoon that the American protest on
contraband may be held up; although
this, It waus sald, would not necessarily
be the case It was pointed out that if
the blockade were proclaimed all prod-
uets wounld be made contraband In so
far as Germany was concerned and if
the blockade were effective 1t would have
to be recognized by this Government.

The Iepartment is still without any
reply from Great Hritain to its protest
against British s=elgures of letter mall
hetween the United Btates and neutral
countries In  northern kEurope.
