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BIG TRAFFIC ON NEW HAVEN.

Freight Husiness Heaviest in His-
tory of Rallroad.

In spite of the freight embargo, the
New York, New Haven and Hartford
Rallroad Company is handling the heav-
fest freight business in its history. Dur-
ing the first ten days of January the
company loaded or recelved londed from
connections 55,774 freight cars. This
compares with 47,381 freight cass dur-
ing the first ten days of January, 1916,
in Increase of 8,353 cars. Until the
heavy storms of December the New Ha-
ven was handling at the rate of 200,000

new loads a month, This was 20,000
more Joads than (n November, 1815,

when 150,504 loads weras handled.

There wera (0,401 freight cars on the
New Haven and the Central New Eng-
land rallroads on January 16, 1918,
which compares with 41,300 cars on the
same date In 1916 and 32,995 on the
#ame date In 1914, The capacity of the
syatem {8 considerad to be 406,000 cars
and any number over that amount mse-
verely overtaxes the capacity and re.
tards  efMiclency and quick dolivery,
thereby threatening congestion, On
January 15, 1916, there were 12,739 cars
on the New Haven and the Central New
England awalting unloading, ,or 25.3
per cent, of all the cars on the two
roade. There were al=o 8,407 cars await-
Ing loading, making 16,146 waiting cars,
loading and unloading, or 32 per cent. of
all the cars on the road.

SWAMPED WITH COAL ORDERS.

The Coal Age sayr: “An urgent de-
mand characterizes the hard coa) trade,
and even the most favored buyers are
severely pressed for tonnage. Some of
the big hard coalers, who have so far
met all the demamis made upon them,
are now swamped with orderm and are
falling behind miserably. ‘The lower
temperatures and the shortage of both
cars and labor have tightened the situa-
tlon up notably. The scareity of bitu-
minous has diverted econsiderable de-
mand to the anthracite steam grades, the
situation on which is becoming acute;
some distributers, quoting exorbltant
figures as the easiest way of discourag-
ing proapective buyers, have been sur-
prised to have such figures snapped up.
