THE END OF DEMOCRACY

President Garfield of Williams College Fears Presi-

dent Would Have to Be a Dictator—

Wants Cautious Steps.

Speaking in the forum of the Mount
Morris Buptist Church, Harlem, a# mem-
ber of the Leaugue to HBnforce Peace, Pros-
Iident Harry . Garfield of Willlams Col-
legs said yesterday morning that the
United States could not adopt the mili-
lsm advocated by many political leaders
and remain a democratic govergment. He
suid that with militarism 1t would be
necessary to clothe the Presldent of the
United Stutes with Umperial power and
surrender the liberties of the American

democracy In the preparations for de-
fence,

"Our army and navy ought to be well
organized and equipped and economicalls
maintained.” sald Mr, Garfleld. “HBut we
ought not to have a larger military es-
tablishment than we need to police our
country and dofend our shores. To base
our building programme upon that of
other nations is to put ourselves in the
viclous circle of naval competition and
to commit ourselves to n policy dictated
by Europe and absurdiy inapplicable,
from a gpolitical point of view, to our
necds,

“Wea cannot reverss our attitude to-
ward standing armies and *big navies
without at least exciting the suspiclons
of Europe. It will make little difference
on what ground we base our programme.
Europe will see in the departure from
our traditional pollcles a menace that |
will move the nations to greater military |
activitien, Moreover, we must not fail |
to consider the effect of this departure
upon our institutions themselves, If we
