Kallrond Wages as Fixed Charges.

There Is ahvajs a possibility that
Mich u labor controversy as the rail-
road unions nre preparing to force
on the country will engender a great
deal more heat than light. Vet If the
Issues Involved In the demand which
Is shaping for n standard eight hour
day of railroad employment, with Its
corollary of a vast Increase In pay-
roll expenditures, are not decided by
appeals to reason the country must
reap a harvest of disaster.

Labor's wage now absorbs the
Inruwr part of the charge made by
the railroads for performing trans-
portation service. Payments to inbor
come out of the public pocket, being
extracted therefrom by means of
freight and passenger rates. The
public is accordingly vitally Inter-
ested In a clear understanding of tho
tatlroad wage question.

It Is In the beginning a question of
how much the railroads can stand in
the way of an increasing inllntlnn of
operating expenses. In Hit! end It Is
a question of what tho public will
stnnd In the way of railroad rates
which produce the revenues out of
which railroad expenses are met.

l)no of the tiindamental fallacies of
the era of railroad baiting by politi
cal crusaders, which seems to havei
about concluded, was that railroad
freight anil passenger rales were de-

termined by railroad capitalization.
It was assumed that the carriers as
a whole were overcapitalized and,
that their rates for service, on Ibis
fallacious theory of relations, woroi
therefore excessive. Hence the
downward regulation bf rates by leg-

islation and commission edict In the
last decade.

As a mutter of fnct railroad rates
have been far too Independent of
capitalization. No portion of rail-

road Income lias been considered ns
devoled to a procr or necessary re-

turn on capital. What nro commonly
called fixed charges on capital ac-

count are not tlxed nt nil.
Proof of tills Is furnished by tho

record of railroad Insolvencies, which
in the Inst two years was swelled to
I lie greatest total of bankruptcy In

ihe country's history. Hnllroads
have gone Into receivership precisely
because they could not pay t tin tlxed
charges commonly so called. Interest
on bonds nnd notes has been de-

faulted precisely In order that courts
might take over llie ndmlnlstrntinn
of railroad properly In order Ihnt It
might perform the servico required of
It by the public.

Vet In all fhe record of railroad
lecelvei'shlps one fact stands out
clear. Wages have to be paid. They
are not even scaled down by the re-

ceiver, ftnllrond labor does Us work
nnd expects Its reward. Capita! may

hp sacrificed, but railroad servlco
must continue, and to Its continuation
labor Is Indispensable.

Wo sec, then, that wages must be
paid, and wages Indeed constitute; otic,
of thu only two Hems which can he
Justifiably classed as llxed charges In
rnllrond practice, the other Item being
taxes. No matter what llxed charges
aro In theory, the charges on railroad
Income which nro never avoided In
practice are wages mid laves. Then,
while It Is not capitalization which
establishes tho basis of railroad rate
making. Irrespective of what the facts
might be or ought to lie, there Is the
closest kind of relation between rail-
road wages and railroad rates, if
railroad wages are to go on forever
up and up, absorbing an Increasing
share of the earning power of rail-
road rates, one of the very limited
choice of courses which the public will
have will be to sanction an ever rising
tariff for rnllrond service.

This Is a phase of railroad regula-
tion which the proposed Inquiry by
Congress will do well to take up at
the very outset of Its Investigation,

CALERO ON MEXICO.

A Surrey and Protest hy Madcro's

Minister of State.
To the Editor or Tub Run Sir:

Sovcral resolutions have been Intro-

duced In both houses of Congress ad-

vocating armed intervention by tho
United States In Mexico. As a Mexi-

can citizen who has had something
to do with ttio jnfb'Je affairs of his
country, I feel myself entitled to pre-

sent to the American public the
Mexican point of view In a question
so deeply affecting the dignity and
sovereignty of my country.

When the United States became an
Independent nation they were Inhab-

ited by a free, people.
They had not to create public liber-

ties by a flat of their legislators.
Americans simply developed In a
most favorable medium what their
ancestors had obtained with their ef-

forts and blood.
We Mexicans are In a different con-

dition. Our numerous Indian popula-

tion passed from the despotism of Its

ancient kings to the despotism of the
Spaniards. Tho latter, though a
courageous aijd noble race, were as un-

accustomed to political liberty ns the
Indians themselves, They had been

bred under the mivst harsh and fa-

natical despotism; but they vrere
strong and dominant, and the methods

of submission prevailing In their own

country were sharpened nnd perfected
by them In their bundling of tho In-

dian population. Tho latter, submis-

sive by temperament, though enor-

mously superior In number to their
conquerors,' became practically en-

slaved.
From the amalgamation of these

two ethnic elements a new race
sprang; but the amalgamation was

not complete. Still 80 or '. per cent,

of thn population Is Indian, Illiterate
Indians, two millions of them unable

to speak the Casliban language, the
rest being mixed population or of
pure Spanish ancestry.

When Independence was accom-

plished ninety-fou- r ears ago the
Mexican people found themselves con-

fronted with tho problem of
Hy that time the United

States vvete already n prosperous and
successful democracy. We Mexicans
bad nothing in our past that prep.ued
u--s for political liberty; we bad to de-

vise our own methods, or to imitate
tbnso methods that had been adopted
by other peoples. We took American
Institutions as a model nnd repro-

duced in our Constitution of 1;i the
fundamental principles of tho Ameri-

can Constitution. We could not. how-eve- r,

reproduce w hat was in the Ameri
can people the result of n secular
historical evolution, that is to say. the
habit of nor the

and other ehuracterlst.es of
Anglo-Saxo- n temperament.

So we started and we failed. We
have lsen failing nil the time; but
every effort made has left a deep Im-

pression in the soul of the people and
bus Wen a step forward, even when
external appearances may lead to a

contrary belief. We finally mi- ceded,

in 1 s..,7. In making a new and in some
lespects excellent Constitution and a
set of laws that secured the suplfnincy
of Ihe State over the iv'itlca! dominion
of the fhtirrh. We did not roach the
goal, political lilsrty, because this
is a fart, not a law. but we welo In

lis pith The Madcro regime was the
most genii.no cfton in tins tiiiei'ion.

The cruel and slmnu fill dictatorship
of lltierta was a temporary relapse, it

mere Incident .similar to others which
we bad seen solved by the fieo ac-

tel ference cannot have the relative
rxcuse of being nlmed nt the protec-

tion of American interests. It has to be
ittrlbuled to President Wii.-on-'s "pus- -

slon for the submerged sr, per cent.
who are struggling toward liberty."
The President went to Vor.i I'ruz to
carry' on "n wnr of set vice." to use
Ills own words, As he ft It ablmri mice
for the order of things that had

existed In Mexico, he pro-

nounced "the old ortler dead." and
immediately added: "It H my pait, as
T see. It, to aid In composing those
differences, differences between Mexi-

cans, so far as 1 mny b able,
that the new order, which will have
Its foundation on human liberty and
human rights, shall prevail." He said
afterward: "It Is not my Intention,
having begun this enterprise, to turn
hack."

Where is the law vesting the Presi-

dent of tho United States with author-
ity to undertake such an "enter-
prise"? What right had he. In order
to assuage his "passion," noble though
It may bo, to intervene In the troubles
of a foreign people? And all this dune
by one who bus not even thn neces-
sary preparation for understanding the
Mexlcun people, whoso language, his-

tory and composition nre unknown to
him!

In any ca.se, the President ha.s failed,
lln has been Instrumental In creating
a sltuntlon of misery nnd ruin, lie
himself doubted the benollt his work
has brought aWut, when In his last
message to Congicss he used this un-

mistakable language: "Whether we
have benefited Mexico by tho cntir.se
wo have pursued remains to bo peen."
Consequently the President Impliedly

admits that he 1ms acted blindly. His
last error was tho recognition ns a
do facto Government of something that
la do facto disorganization and an-

archy. Could this bo tho "new order,"
based "on human liberty nnd human
rights"? .

It Is not the business of tho United
States to create or help creato a
tiovcrnmcnt In Mexico to glorify thn
favorlto theories of the man who bap-pen- s

to bo tho American ITesldenL,
Under every principle of law nnd
morals Mexico must bo left nlonc, at
least until there Is satisfactory evi-

dence that sho cannot comply with
her International obligations. Para-
doxical as it may appear to be, the
Hucrta Government was. In, Its incep-

tion and for many months, perfectly
successful In the fulfilment of Mexico's
International obligations. This was
thn reason why every country on earth
recognized fluerta except those coun-

tries that were earnestly requested by
the American Government to poststne
recognition until tho latter had de-

cided on what action it would take.
Hccatlio. the policy of Intervention

has failed, would it be legitimate to go
further nnd substitute for It the policy
of armed Invasion? Had tho former
been n legal act, tho latter would be
Justified; but if by illegally meddling
In tho Mexican situation the Ameri-
can Government ban made a mistake,
why should this mistake bn

by a new illegal meddling? If
the policy of political intervention is
acknowledged ns a fiasco, there is
every reason to try a policy of non-

intervention, which furthermore Is the
only one that corresponds to tho best
traditions of this country and to the
requirements of International law.

I do not think It plopcr to raise the
question nf the phvslcal possibility of
carr.vlng on armed Intervention In
Mexico. This question, however, fades
bofoio the Importance of the tilltlcal
and moral Issues Involved. The Mexi-

can people have not hail a chance
to settle by tlieinst Ives their own
troubles. We understand our problems
better than outsiders. We nre not
worse nor hotter thnn other Latin
American countries that are now
peaceful b.it have frequently passed
through frightful stalls of anarchy In

their efforts to attain the goal of
ihmoi-rati- government. n,ir present
troubles nro only transitory, a crisis
such as vve see in every country so
ill pnqwred for the practice of politi-
cal liberty, and if social forces In
Mexico ale not hampered m their free
piny the necpseary equilibrium will be
testifretl We nre entitled nt least to
the benefit of the doubt. We have the
right to do by ourselves what the
Aiiifiicnn Government has vainly tried
to do without any right.
