membership of about 400.000. The men
are organized by railroads and the rail-
roads by districts.

Although the failure of any one of the
four unions to cast two-thir- of Its
voting strength for the demand would
automatically take that union out of the
ptnposed federation there seems to be
little likelihood of this happening. The
malcontents are relatively small In num-
ber nnd apparently most of the men nre
rather nnxious tq see how the federtlon
plan will work and what It will get for
them.

Although nations! federation of these
unions Is new It has bfen tried before, to
some extent in connection with local
grievances. George H.
Sines of the Hrotherhood of Railroad
Trainmen said esterday on this point:

"The principle of system federation
and national federation has been devel-
oping with great rapidity among railroad
men In recent jears. It has met with
success In every Instance where It has
been tried tn situations that have arisen
Involving the Interests of members of the
four organizations In different locali-
ties."

Other Classes .St I it lit Act.
The members of these four unions. It

was pointed out yesterday, comprise
about 20 per cent of the employees of
the railroads, Should these win any-
thing through their present action It
would undoubtedly lead to demands
from some of the other classes, Many
of these, It Is admitted, are underpaid.
In fact It Is the consensus of opinion
among railroad oflVlal that If the rail-
roads should make any wage advances
they should go to some of these

many of whom have not secured
increases In vears. with labor now tak-
ing 45 cents out of every dollar of rev-
enue, however, they do not fee how they
can do this If the 20 per cent, repre-
sented In these, four unions secure In-

creases on top of those they have had In
the last fe-.- years.

Among these other emplovees not rep-
resented In the present movement are
S7.O0O clerk-- , 2rtn,ri00 station ngents and
other station ni"n, nearly 350.000 track-
men, 40,000 switch tenders and watch-
men and 5.00o machinists, not to count
telegraph operators, carpenters and
shopmen. There are also 250,000 other
employees and laborers unclassified.

While It Is Impossible to figure out ex
actly Just what the schedule proposed by
the four unions Involved would add to
the railroads' expenses a conservative
estimate made eterda placed It at
$l3i,0i.00a That would have to be
paid before even fixed charges should
the demand be granted.

HITS AT STATE LAWS

Otto H Kahn had written an article
on American railroads for the February
trorWs Work. In which he makes six
suggestions 'for remedies needed by the
railroads.

Thejie art! (1) The creation of a
strong, effective and controlling central
federal commission In Washington, with
regional commissions according to geo-

graphic groupings: (2) the commission
to be, relieved of much detail work
and of essentially conflicting functions,
which should he conferred on a separate
body; (3) the Jurisdiction of State
bodies In railroad matters should cease
so far as It relates directly or Indirectly
to Interstate commerce; (4) the func-
tions of rate making should be left to
the railroads, with full power In the com-
mission on Its own motion to reduce or
Increase rates for cause; (f) pooling
arrangements rhould be permitted, sub-
ject to approval by thn commission, and
(6) In determining rates, due consid-
eration should be given to all factors en-

hancing the cot of railroad operation,
such as legislative enactments, Increased
taxation, advances In wages and so
forth. ,

"The conflicts nnd the storms which
have raged around the railroads these
many jears have largely subsided." says
Mr. Kahn "Abuses which were found
to exist, though It Is fair to iy that
for their existence the r.rlroads were
by no means alone to blame, have been
remedied and their recurrence made im-
possible.
