The
very thliutu that are most Used In the
manufacture of automobiles enter Into
the building of munitions for war pur-
poses. As a result It Is natural that
prices should advance. Kttrthtfrmoro, the
cost of certain elements which enter Into
the maklnir of automobile tires has
caused an Increase In their prices of

bout 10 per cent., roughly, to the con-
sumer. Uasolene has advanced of late

Taken In the lump It makes the cost

of motoring blKher than It was. Hut
that Is only when you take It as a
whole.

After noting that
few radical reductions were announced
at the New York show, and that such
reductions were the exception rather
than tho rule, the writer advises the In-

"It is a generally accepted fact 'In
the trade' that the manufacturer's protU
on cars Is now as small as he can safely
allow and still remain In business," he
writes. "Dealers' discounts hae been
chopped until this class of erstwhile
moneymakers feels that Its profits of
previous years are vanishing into air
as thin as a well reRUlated exhaust,
It Is also it fact that the prices of the
metals and alloys entering Into the con-
struction of motors, running gear and
bodies have increased at rates ranging
from iO to 300 per cent. Aluminum,
copper and brass are among the mate-
rials whose rise in value has been un-
precedented, and such constituents of
high grade steel as tungsten, nickel ami
Vanadium now possess a market Mtluc of
which their dUcmeiers never dreamed.

"This increase in price also applies
to the accessories and other paits found
on a car which ale not produced by the
automobile mauufactiner. The rubber
used tu tiles, the hides and Imitation
leathers for upholstery, the platinum or
other heat resisting elements used for
Ignition systems all add to the cost of
making a car.

"And when we Mud the tires will cost
the manufacturer a dollar more each,
that copper or brass has Increased ."
