e Weekly Despatch publishes the
gtory of how the Irish regiments stood
their ground against wave upon wave
of Rulgurs, mowing them down with
rifla and machine gung to the accom-
pan!ment of shouts of “Stiek it, jolly
boye: glve ‘em hell, Connaughts!” The
aucoynt fills more than a page of that
newspaper, and the following are the
main points of the story:

‘On December 3, which was a Fri-
day, the British outposts brought in six

Bulgar deserters who had much of in-
terest 1o tell,  They said that the Bul-
gur« not only had suffered very heavily
in thelr engugements with the Serblans
but were josing men rapldly owing to

wekness and frostbite,
What is more to the point, they
warned the officers that a big attack

vnet our line was impending, that it
been arranged to take place that
dav but thut the severe snowstorm had
caused them to put It off to another
day which would not be long delayed.

Prepared for Battle.

“These opportune tidings, which as
events proved were thoroughly reliable,
were commutiicated to headquarters and
the necessary precautions  for  battle
taken. The outposts were drawn in
and finlshing touches given to the
trenches.

“The night hefore the great Bulgar
attack began one of the battalions held
s powwow In thelr dugouts, which
they had covered in with a big tarpau-
ln that hid the smoke of a mateh-
wood fire, it for cheerfulness as muct
as for warmth.
