Smith of Michigan and Horali of Idaho,
Republican, and ''larke of Arkansas
were against thn report

This treaty was referred to the Ust
Coiigie.ss, but no action was taken by
the .Semite. It has been les nbjectlouii
lite than thn Ctilnmblati treaty, ami theie
Is a prospect that it will be ratified

Thn principal opponent of (lie treaty
Is Senator William Aldeu Smith of Mich-Iga-

wlio will pursue his tight on the
tloor of Hie Senate

Thn Nli'iir.igimn treaty is considerably
modified from the form ,n which It
originally was submitted, As reported, It

obligates the I'lilted States to pay Nicar-
agua J3,000,000, and in return this
Internment nets the exclusne rights

to an Inieroi'ciinic canal route, certain
Islands for a naval base and other Im-

portant concessions. Tlie liovernment
Im. no Intention of building another
canal, but the rights convejed under
the treaty will head oft any effort that
might be made by oilier nation.
