izenship merit attention. The author
points out that while our heritage of

In the life of n free people. As Mr.
II. (i. Wr.MjH tin.-- aptly snld. "While
American life Is aggregated and cha-
otic, (termnn life Is evolved nnd or-

ganized with u real and sustaining
conception." The capacity of the Her-
mans for team work is to
their schools and armv.

While Mr. t'o.-nic- i; expressed the
thought of every free American In
despising passive submission of the
majority to autocratic leadership nnd

Hut that this Is sentimental rather
than logical Is evident from the won-
derful elllclency displayed by the
l'reiich army, which Is si ml only to
tlie Hernian.

THE KITCHEN STILL.

Prohibition Doomed to If

Whiskey Can lie Made at Home.

To Titr. FniToii or The St'N -- fir; The
deseilptlnn published In TtlK St N of the
"kitchen still," which has come Into
general Use In Mississippi us the lesult
of the adoption of prohibition by that
State, gives the real teason why pro-

hibition has always failed, nnd must
fall, as a remedy for tho evils of In-

tern iterative. When any one desiring an
alcoholic liquor ran take an ordinary
ten kettle, a few feet of rubber tubing
and a pall of water and with tills sim-
ple apparatus convert a quart of mo-
lasses Into a quart of full proof whiskey
It must bo evident to even the most
fanatical believer In the power of gov-

ernments to make men tempernte by
law that their scheme will not work.

The plea for prohibition Is always
made on the ground that the use of
alcoholic beverages Is an evil and that
the remedy for this evil Is a law for-
bidding their sale. It Is admitted that
It Is the drinking of liquors that Causes
till the Ills alleged to result from their
excessive use, yet the proposed national
prohibition amendment now pending In
Congress docs not prohibit their use, or
manufacture for use, but merely their
cale, or manufacture for sale.

In a speech delivered In Conrress In
favor of his national prohibition amend-
ment to the Constitution of the United
States Representative llobson said: "Wo
do not ask that a man shall not drink.
We do not say that a man shall not
drink or makn liquor In his own home
for Ids own use." In other words, tho
drinking of liquor Is so great nn evil
that its sale should be prohibited, but
the drinkers should be permitted to
make and drink liquor without any re-

striction by the Government.
It has always been contended by the

opponents of prohibition that Its worst
result was the creation of a spirit of
hypocrisy in relation to the liquor prob-
lem. Could there be a dearer case of
Insincerity nnd dishonesty than the pre-
tence that national prohibition wilt stop
liquor drinking--, when Its advocates ad-
mit that they do not propose to prevent
the production and use of liquors, but
simply to stop their sale? If, I..

To nt i: FiitToiioeTliESuN Sir.' Why
dees not President Wilson "stick to
his colors'"; llo does not seem to be
consistent, lie announces himself n
sulTraglst. he votes for suffrage, but In
his speech at Pittsburg he saya :

There Is aente In which tho women
of the eountry live more closely to th
life of It than the men. The preoccupa-
tion of business for the nin srtis U to
work for hl dally bread, and for th
bread of thone whom he loves and who
nre dependent upon film, nre eueh tht
the material fide of life U the only real
side of life. I find that very few men
stop to think of the lite ef the family, of
the life of tho community, of the life of
the elate nnd of the nation. Their ab-

sorption necfraarlly la ae great in the
dally taaka thnt the spiritual needa do
not often or very cloiely touch them, and
It has seemed to ni that In the home. In

the contact with the children. In the
anxieties for the morals and the dally
conduct of tbn whom they love, tha
women, perhaps, feel the pulie of the
country more than the men do, snrt It l

In order that e my pruerve the
thouirhtfut Meals of America that tt Ii
neeeesnry that we ehoubl make prepara-
tion for national defence.

Now that Ii all very fine, and a
tribute to tho highest tvpe of woman-
hood, but It Is not at nil the Ideal suf-
frage) type of womanhood which Mr.
Wilson describes so feelingly. If we
were alt suffragists, ns ho apparently
wants us to be, Judging from his vote,
we should be out struggling for "eco-
nomic Independence," that fetich of suf-
fragists, which would lnterfero with our
doing all the nice motherly things
which Mr. Wilson mentions. If wo en-

tered Into the stress nnd turmoil of
political life, and competed with men
for our dally bread, wo should havo no
time nor strength fur that sort of thing,
Women have plenty of ability, but they
are not superhuman, except of course
the suffragists, and they are so smalt a
minority they do not count, as you may
have noticed at the last election. It
would b too much to ask that we
should do women's ns xvcll as men's
work. If wo too must be, nn men are,
so absorbed In that "material sldo of
life," that "dally task" which diverts
attention from "spiritual needs," who
then will have that "contact with the
children," those "anxieties for the
morals and dally conduct" of those vve
love, who will attend to these humble
details, what will be the fate of "the
children" and who will thn "feel the
pulc" of the nation?
