They simply recognized the
fact that those Institutions of 'free-
dom worth having were worth fight-In- s

for when attacked ; and that they
could not bo successfully defended
without ndequnto preparation, watch-
fully maintained ngulnst nny no.sslhle
emergency.

Thin truth Is as manifest to-da-y as
It was then. Those who Insist upon
the necessity of preparedness do not
want to seo the country turned Into
a permanent nrnied camp, ns their
opponents suggest; but they do want
a condition of things established
which will Insure the American peo-

ple against being deprived of their
liberty and property by tho military
power of a foreign foe.
