The address of Camillo was found
among Crones's offects in Chicago., Ac-
cordingly, the Departiment of Justice and
Deputy Police Commissloner Guy Seull |
were asked to look for him and ascertain |
whether !'*m-m had heen there or what |
was the relationship between Crones and
Camillo Capt. Tunney of the bomb
squad, Detective eorge Barnitz, Fed-
eral Agent Adims and Detectives Mur- |
phy, Pulignani, Santanolll and SRterrett
surrounded the building.

Entering Camillo’'s flat they found «
revolver, with the six chambers loaded
and twelve other cartridges lying near
by, No anarchist arrested in months pos-
sessed such w vast amount of wnarchis-
tie literature, 1t took u patrol wagon
to cart it all down to Police Headquar-
ters, where Camillo also was taken and |
subjected to a rigorous questioning.
