Mr. Caruso said that tils
contract called for a two weeks appear-
ance beginning about the mlddlo of Muv,
and that ho would leave New York the
first part of that month. Mine. Frances
Alda, as wan announced Thursday, will
tilso sing In tho Cuban capital.

"After finishing my short season In
Havana," said Mr. Caruso yesterday, "I
expect to go to Ituly for the remainder
of the summer nnd rest at my home In
Florence. I shall probably do no pro.
fesslonal singing while there, but may
King at benefits arranged In aid of the
Italian soldiers Of course, I shall be
back In New York again next year."

BY PHILHARMONIC

Abode of the Blessed Described
In Soothing Com-

position.

SCHELLIXG IS NANIST

Thn concert of the Phllharmonlo So-
ciety at Carnegie Hall last evening fur-
nished the audience with a bewllderlnr
variety of delights. Tho programme
consisted of Mendelssohn's "Huy lllas"
ovorture. Gustavo Mahler's symphony
No. 4 In O major, tho symphonic varia-
tions of Cesar Kr.inclt for piano nnd or-
chestra, ltlnhnrd Strauss' familiar "Til
Kulotisplegcl" nnd Ignaco
"Polish Fantasia" for pliuto and orchii-tr- a.

l'rneet Schelllng was tha planlut
mid May Peten-o- smg thn soprano solo
In the List movement of tho Mahler
work.

Tlihi romposltlon was beard horn Mrrt
In 1901, when It was produced by Waller
IMmrom.li. It wna ncnln performed on
January 17, 1911, by thu Philharmonic
Soi-let- then conducted by Mr. Mahler.

. Slnco that tlmo till last mctilng It
j rested. Tills composition Is founded on

an old German folksong which sets forth
tho Joys of heacn and which Is Intro-
duced as the nolo In tho tlnal movement.

If there is anything In thn stories of
privation In Germany at present (of
which there may teasonably be grave
doubt), this song would bring before the
Teutonic mind tho very heaven of
heavens. For "the wine ousts nothing
from the heavenly cellar and the ang'ils
bake the bread." From the celestial
gardens the blessed may take their All
of artichokes, asparagus, apples, pears.

This 1 1 .noo virgins legend has nevor
bemi established on firm ground. If It
had been, the story of the 11,000 original
Jean Mnrla Farinas hut that Is Indeed
anotlier story, Mr. Mahler was a serious
man nnd he took this old folk dream se-
riously, He felt as Handel did when ha
conceived the "Hallelujah" chorus, as
if the heavens had opened and he were
gazing upon the angelic host. Ha saw
tho blessed dnncang, and like Ulurk he
found that their terpslohoreon festivi-
ties were most decorous.

Therefore Mr. Mahler set out to In-

timate to us that those In the Rlyclan
fields took their Joys always at a
moderate tempo. The symphony has
four movements, all slow, some even
deadly slow. There Is much really beau-
tiful melody and far too much laborious
elaboration. When the composer sings
us his fundamental melodies with the
richest volctw of the orchestra ho Is for
some moments delightful.

But when he begins cutting up these
same melodies Into convenient lengths
for contrapuntal figuration and then
passing the samples about among various
solo Instruments or combinations of solo
Instruments, and when there Is nothing
left to do pretending to finish, and then
cunningly fooling tha listener by modu-
lating Into another key and doing It all
over again, he become one of the blessed
himself and sleeps the sleep of the Just
made perfect.

Of course symphonies by a man who
has commanded the profound and in-

scrutable admiration of all Germany and
Austria ought to be played from time to
time, If for no other reason at least ao
that young American composers may
study them and profit thereby.

Later In tha season Mr. Mahler's eighth
aymphony will be Introduced to us by
an organisation calling Itself tbs Friends
or Muslo. The Philharmonic Society is
also such an organisation and It per-
formed the fourth symphony excellently.
What could be made Interesting was
made so. Mr. Stranaky conducted tha
muslo with discretion, with understand-- .
Ing and with manlfrst afrctlon. Miss
Peterson sang the solo very well.

The other compositions on the pro-
gramme do not call for discussion. Mr.
Paderewskl'a fantasia la not heard often,
hut It deserve repetition quits as well
as numerous other works which are
mora familiar. It haa fcoth metotto
rttarm and character,

C.C.JAMES, BANE OF

P. 0. ROBBERS, DIES

Noted Inspector Never Recov-

ered From Fall in New

York Office.

WORKED IN UNDERWORLD

Hauoirties, N. T Feb. 24. Chris-
topher Columbus James, 7 years old, a
post office Inspector (or twenty-fiv- e

years, died last night He was hurt
last June when he fell In tha post office
In New York while watching clerks who
were later arrested for Mealing mall. He
fell only fifteen feet, but tha spine was
Injured nnd he had to keep to his bed.
Death was due to pernicious anemia.

In 1ST7 Jo met began his service In

tho Post Office Department as a clerk
In Station C. New York city. In the
second Cleveland Administration he was
Appointed United States Postal Note
Agent In New York at a salary of
IB.OOO a year. The postal note Idea
was not a success, so he was soon back
In the regular Fervlce. For a while he
was Deputy County Clerk of Ulster
county.

As a post office Inspector James
elected to go after jiost office robbers,
admittedly tho most fearless of the
criminal world. He made few arrests
himself becnupe he lived among the rob-

bers a great deal of the time. Ills
dligulses were so perfect lhat he was
never suspected. Through Information
he got in this way ho was ublo to keep
his superiors Informed ns to the move-

ments of the various gangs. He was
popular among them because of his

Ills partner, Joe Jacob, who Is noted
as u thief, catcher, hays Jnmes win
Just us witty In a catherlng of honest
men an he wins In a Howery resort of
thieves.

When n bank watchman was killed
In Cobhlesklll, N. Y.. by n gang of post
ofTice robbers. Inspector James got the
Information which resulted In several
arrest".
