year the result will be more and more
varieties In which we lead the world.

The show vvhteh has Just closed was
mil epoch making one In every sense.
It was not the record In numbers; but
what Is better. It was a record breaker
In quality. In breed after breed the ex-

perts said that they had never witnessed
such tine quality of doss as rhose on dis-

play. The terriers were a revelation,
and they proved the stellar attraction of
the show.

Wlra Fox Terrier.

Wire fox terriers were the leading
breed In point of entries, and one of their
numlnr accounted for best Jn the show.
There wciv a lound dozen wires entered
that wero of quality that made them ca-
pable of kuIiik over ill breeds at any
large show, anil tin- - ehoultiK made by
this variety brings ou" the fact that they
hae reached the nearest to perfection
of any variety of doe. This statement
may not be concurred In by some fan-
ciers, but knowing Judges who hae all
around epeilenee say that the fox ter-
rier of y is us near as l:
will lie jiosslblc to breed.

Champion Ma'ford Vic. winner for best
la the show last year, repeated her win,
and by ilolnn so has carved a niche In
dog history that will stand for som
time. Then, was more or less of the

They were press-
ing the fox terrier close in quality and
the finest display on record was on
hand. Imported dogs were the biggest
winners In these classes, but the qual-
ity of the youngsters and American
breds was so good that old breeders

expressed the opinion that It
would not be long before we would be
raising as good ones over here as they
produce In England.

A a sort of preliminary to the big
Westminster show the Hull Terrier Club
of Amcrlcn held Its eleventh annual
specialty show on Monday lu Urana
Central I'alace. kterenty-tw- o nctual
dogs wero entered, nnd what Is more
remarkable not one of this number wnii
absent when the classes were called.
Tho meats of drawing this big entry,
said to be the largest In the nnnala of
the club, was the selecting of It. II.

This man Is considered one of the sound-
est Judges' of the all white terrier, and
when he Judged tho Westminster how
two years ago his work was. eo good
that the club decided that It would like
him to adjudicate at Its big fixture.
Mr. Klllott holt bred and owned many
famous doas, tho gToatest being Cham-
pion Haytnarket Water, n dog which
defeated all the best dogs' of his day.

Although his work Monday wim con-

sistent throughout and little fault could
be found with the decisions, ringside
critic could not qulto follow him when
bo placed Champion Noross Patrician
winners dogs. Patrician, which Is
own,, I by Alan Nortlirldse, is a
gland l)pe of dog, but Ills nine years
of live have told on him to such nil
extent that lleamoor Ted, owned by
T. S. Hellln of Albany, could huve. gone
ovi r blm on the day. Ted was shown
In grand form and ho Is a magnificent
iiiiiinul.
