Driver Thrown rnliurt From

A Lehigh Valley freight locomotive
was sldeswlped In the Oak Island jutds,
on the outskirts of Newark, early yes-

terday by a Pennsylvania Uallroad
engine, the tender of which had been
derailed, John tiugler. the laMiIgh Valley
engineer, was thrown from the cab,
unknown to John THebett, his fireman,
and the locomotive with two coal cars
attached steamed actos Newark Bay
to Jet sey City, where It collided head on
at the Garfield avenue bridge with a
Lehigh Talley engine hauling a caboose
only. Seven men were Injured, one so
