"That
arwful sensation came over mc that
there was a burglar In the room. I

lkstened intently. I could hear htm
distinctly as he, with evident purpose,
as I supposed, to make as little noise
as possible, seemed to lie carefully
making his way toward the dresser
that stood against the wall a'oout the
middle of the room. Presently he
turned on the light. To my great sur-
prise and relief I recognized Senator
Hoar as the supposed burglar." The
gentleman from Massachusetts had
been assigned to the room directly
over that of the gentleman from Ohio;
had gone out to mall a letter, nnd
left the elevator one story too soon.
Mr. had neglected to lock his
door: Mr. Hoar walked In. The Sena-- 1

tors renewed their old friendship, and
maintained II until they clashed again,
over the secession of Panama.
