The British Government has contracted
with the Imperial Canneries, Ltd, a
nowly organized holding and operating
company of Montreal, for the dglivery of
600,000,000 one pound tins of beef stew
for the Hritish army. Each tin Is to con-
tain, according to specifications, elght
ounces of heef, four ounces of rice, one
ounce of beans, one ounce of onlons, one
ounce of carrots and one ounte of liquid,
Announcement was made here yesterday
of the «igning of the contract, which is
belleved 1o be the largest for rations ever
closed in this country or Canada,

It I8 drawn for §$91,000,000, =lightly
over 16 cents a tin, and will requira in
fultilment 300,000,000 pounds of beef,
150,000,000 pounds of rice, se veral million
pounds of white beans, carrots and
onionx ard several hundred thousand gal-
lons of water,

First reports of the order were to the
effect that it was merely placed through
the British Government for the consump-
tion of all the ullled armies. Investiga-
tion, however, brought forth the asser.
tion that the 600,000,000 meals corapre-

HEAVY MUNITIONS SHIPMENTS,

Lapland and Cymrie Sall With
Arms for the Allles,

The manifests of two big White Star
steamships, the Lapland, which =ailed
Baturday for Liverpool, and the Cymric,
which got away for the same port on
SBunday, show that the Allles are not
able to manufacture at home all the
war material they need in thelr cam-
palgns,
Cymrie were 14,571 cases of empty
shells, 14 cases of rifles, (426 cawes of
cartridge cases, 18 casen of revolvers,
2 cares of cannon, 355 cases of cannon
primers, 1,000 reelg of barbed wire, 2,188
cares of fusex, 1,600 bundlex of shovels,
52 automobiles, 18 aeroplanes and 7
tractors,

The Adriatie carried 15401 cases of
khells, 8505 cases of cartridge cases,
7,853 caser of fuses, 158 canes of primers,
27 casex of bayonets, 2,400 shovels, 21,-
732 plates of =pelter, 800 reels of barbed
wire, 7,100 bare of copper and a vast
quantity of stecl, brars, aluminum and
forgings.

Labor unions throughout the country
are takinz a referendum vote of their
members on national preparedness. The
first body to act 1s the Central Federated
Union of thix city. 1t has decided to
ugitnte for the resolution of Congress-
man Meyver Londan, opposing mititarism
and asking I'resident Wilron to call a
congress of neutral nations to, end the
Wiir.

The Federation of Labor of Cleveland,
Ohlo, has adopted resolutions saying
that “eertain Interests in this country
are assiduousiy promoting the spirit
of militariem, and sdvocating its growth
under the clonk of ‘preparedness’ In
order to deceive the great masses of the
people, who are lmmutably committed
to the principles of democracy, and hence
opposed to the ‘rule of blood und iron,'"
The resolution continues :

Thie Cleveland Federation of Labor
hereby unreservedly declares its oppo-
sitlon to all further encroachments of
militarism upon this democratic na-
tlon and the expenditure of billlons
of wealth to =atlate the war trust.
We demand, rather, that Congress and
the Btate Legislature prepare to enact
necessary legislution to save the 250,.-
000 lives of men, women and children
destroyed each year and the 4,700,000
who are wounded bhecause of Injuries
rustained, preventable diseases con-
tracted and poverty that exists in the
industries
